Lord Salisbury at Guildball

Lonpox,. Nov. 9.—Lord - Salisbury
speaking at Guildhall to-night on the oc-
casion of the Lord Mayor's banquet, said
thit he was prepared to deny that the
government yielded to its opponents on
any question of policy. It bad uever been
more confident of the advaucement of its
policy, and he “honestly believed that the
policy could be executed. The events in
America would add more to the history of
electioneering than to the history of pol-
itics (lauzghitor). ~ If there was any conl-
plaint against statesmen at Washington it
did not involve the two nations, since the
action of the Washington statesmen had
apparently been commended by or re-
ceived the approval of the Ameri-
can. people. The governmnent had
done much, he sad, to restore
the financial equilibrium in Egypt, but
the surety of the frontier was unachieved.
Five great powers maintained . twelve
millions of armed men. That fact did not
suggest that Bugland ought to diminish
her confidence in the  maintenance of
peace, but amid such preparations Kng-
land must not remain unprepared. If
England’s commercial community felt that
England’s power to protect them was
insufficient, then terror thereat would
cause greater lo s to the country than
would an expenditure to maintain confi-
dence.

The Mahdi Capiures a Town.

Lonpon, Nov. 9.—The garrison at Wa-
dai, according to despatches received to-
night, with the assistance of the Egyptian
garrison in West Darfour, repulsed au
army of 70,000 followers of the Mahdi,
killing 3,000 of them. Subsequently the
Mahdists rallied and attacking Wadai
captured the town.

Fatal Marine Disaster.

Loxpox, Nov. 9.—The Cunard steamer
Nantes came into collision with the
German ship Theodore Ruger off Lizard
Point to-day. Both vessels sank. Part
of the Ruger’s crew were saved. The fate
of the remainder and the entire crew of
the Nantes is as yet unknown.

There were 80 persons in
the building, of whom four have been
taken out dead, 18 seriously injured, 14
safe, and the remainder unaccounted for,
80 that probably 40 or 50 are dead.

So busy has the factory been lately that
the men have been working night and day.
The building was six stories high. About
sixty men were working in the three upper
floors, and as soon as they found there
was fire underneath’them, they began to
leap from the windows, iguoring the fire
escapes from the balconies on the south
side of the building. ~ In these leaps quite
a number of men were injured, many of
them 'so bad that they will .probably die.
By nine o’clock five men- had been_taken
out dead, sixteen seriously injured, four-
teen entirely safe, and the rest were un-
accounted for, of ‘whom quite a number
are unkuown by name,.

In it the author shows
he will beon all ‘chief questions on the
side of Bismarck. Like the latter at that
time, Dr. Geffcken had his doubts and
hesitations as to_the assumption of the
imperial title. = Eyven .as Bismarck, Dr.
Geffoken was averse to the establishment
of a responsible ministry for all Germany.
“The future German federal states,” he
wrote, “will bear even less than the pre-
sent North German confederation the
forms of constitutional monarchy.” Pro-
ceeding on these conservative lines, Geffe-
kendeclared that Bismarck had been quite
right in_opposing the motion formerly
made by Dr. Twesten and the court min-
ister for the establishment of a respon-
sible federal ministry. Again, on the.
question a8 to whether it would be feas-
ible to form an upper house, to consist of
the reigning princes aud members of the
higher aristocracy, Geffcken supported
the objections of the leading Prussian
statesmen. So,also, he pronounced strong-
ly against the use of any force or pressure
in regard to the state of

gramme of September 20th, 1870, a pro-
gramme which, to all appearances, had
the assent of the heir apparent. Geficken
spoke despairingly of ** the work of num-
erous constituent assemblies, which have
framed constitutions since 1879 without
having learned anything by their failure,
never going to the trouble to take the
real facts into account.” This whole pro-
gramme he said, would only be an aggra-
vation of the German imperial constitution
of 1840, He then defends Bismarck’s
own political productions, namely, ‘Con-
stitution of the North German Confedera-
tion,” and maintains that Bismarck must
also have a decisive voice in the framing
of the constitution for the whole of Ger-
many.  With considerable bitterness,
Geffcken attacks the inevitable radical
unreason which sees a threat to popular
liberty in” every firmly established gov-
ernmental power. He: is not less strong
on “the hatred the ultra-Montanes bear
to every federal constitution which con-
fers leadership upon Prussia.”” Finally,
he desires the abolition of triennial parlia-
ments_and the extension of the legislative
periodito five years, a “‘reform” which the
1mperial chancellor has, indeed, latterly

«‘He will be hisown imperial chancellor,”
was Bismarck’s reply. In this, at least,
he seems to have been not far from
the mark. The i?ung Emperor’s recent
journeys about Europe, taken against
the advice of his chancellor, have
had the result of throwing Bismarck
into the background. . Day by day atten-
tion is rivetted upon the young Emperor.
