MONETARY ,CONFERENCE.

Senator Jomnes’ Strong Speech in Favor of
Bimetallism—It Would Prevent Serious
Fluctnations in Values.

BrusskiLs, Dec. 15.—Senator Jones of the
U. 8. delegation made a strong speech at
the Monetary Conference to-day in-favor of

bimetallism. He ‘said that the enemies of
silver und of every measure of -currency re-
form were the very men who directed at-
tention to the appreciation of gold. In its
nature money was a function rather than a
material; that function, created by law, was
vastly more important than = the ma-
terial upon which the ~ money func-
tion was conferred. The fact that
during the period when science was busiest,
railways and other works were constructed
and wages and prices advanced disproved
the contention that a.fall in prices was due
to scientific development reducing the cost
of production. The construction of the
Suez Canal brought to the European markets
the effective demands of hundreds of mil-
lions of Asiatics, whose tendency to raise
prices more than offset the tendency of
science to lower them. American bi-metal-
lists did fnot claim that making the two
| metals a legal tender would secure stability
in prices, but they asserted that free coin-
age over a wide area would result in
fluctuations in the values of gold and
silver being ‘inconsiderable.  They fully
admitted that the demands of the
myriads of people in the East might, in
case of a harvest of abundance, so increase
-the demand for silver bills as to bring silver
to a slight premium over gold; but the fact
that the competition for whichever metal
became even fractionally cheaper would
sustain the values of the metals had not
been questioned at the conference. - The
‘mono-metallists of Lombard street, when
confronted with this argument, epoke of the
mountains of silver they were told were
about to be discovered, whi¢h would swamp
the 'market with silver bills sufficient not
only to overwhelm the demand of Europe,
but also to inflate the silver currencies.

CHINESE REGISTRATION.

CALLED TO ACCOUNT.

Slavin, the ‘Cornwall Murderer,
Forcibly Summeoned to the
Supreme - Bar.

Hanged by the 'Neck—The Last
Scenes—Story of the
Crime.

CorNwALL, Ont., Dec. 16.—The execu-
tion of Slavin, the Cornwall murderer,
took place at 7:50 this morning, and passed
off without the slightest deviation from the
arrangements made. It was attended only
by-the representatives of the press, the
medical profession and a few private citi-

zens, abont fifty persons in all. - Slavin
talked freely during the night with the
guard and conducted himself in rather a
boisterous manner. He arose about 5:30
and partook of a light breakfast. At 7:
‘Hangman Radaliffe entered the .cell, and
‘Slavin’s hands were pinioned,

: ““ Good-bye, gentlemen.” The signal
was given and the unfortunate man’s body
at once bounded upwards. = Death was in-
stantaneous. ' He was cut down about ten
miputes afterwards.  Slavin maintained
wonderful nerve to the last, and refused to
see any spiritual advisers,

The doomed man’s father paid him his
last visit on Wednesday. The condemned
son bore up well during the conversation,
maintaining the same indifference he had
shown since his incarceration. The conver,
sation between the two . was very brief, and
when. the broken-hearted parent was faken
away the son said, ‘‘Good-bye, my poor old
father.” Slavin sent for several of his old
friends to bid them a last good-bye. Dur-
ing the conversation with one of them he
frequently referred to the shooting of Davey,
saying, ‘I am sorry I shot poor Jack, but
had I shot Lefevre and Laffes, I should have
died with a good heart.” However, I was
worked up to such a pitch that had it been
my. best friend that tried to effect my arrest
the consequences would have ‘been the
e, ”

The crime for which Slavin was executed
was the killing of Constable J. R. Davey on
September 5th last. Slavin was 24 years of
age and a native of this town. His father
was a pensioner of the British Government,
having been through the Crimean and Chi-
nese wars. Slavin left home in 1885, and
worked on the Sudbury division of the C.
P. R. He returned to Cornwall several
times, and one circumstance which was
marked was that he always carried a loaded
revolver. During one of his visits, in Janu.
hary, 1890, he held up a man named Mec-
Cracken and robbed him of his watch and
money. During the next winter he was
heard of at Brandon, Man., where he tried
to commit sunicide by shooting himself in the
chest. Then he drifted to Chicago and re-
turned to this place for the last time on
September 5th.  He then had degenerated
into'a ‘“tough.”

On the night of his return he became en-
gaged in a fight with a.notorious ** tough”
named Black Diamond Roach. A young
man named Laffes attempted to separate the
combatants, and was shot by Slavin in the
breast. Slavin then fled, and was met by
Constable Davey, who attempted to arrest
him, with the assistance of a man named
Lefevre. The latter caught Slavin, and
while holding him was shot in the left
shoulder. Slavin then broke away, only to
be seized by Davey. He pointed his re-
volver straight at the constable’s breast and
fired, the bullet passing through the police-
man’s body, killing him instantly. Slavin
was captured by the crowd and narrowly
escaped lynching. The trial took place on
October 12, when he was convicted and
sentenced to death. Lefevre and Laffes
both recovered.

ow I musj admit that I was surprised
that Secretary Foster said that Canada
made, as a basis of settlement of the canal
question, the free navigation of the Hudson
river by Canadians. So far as my know-
ledge goes, the Canadians never made free
navigation a sine qua non for the settlement
of the canal dispute. At the Washington
conference, in June last, an informal propo-
sition was made that the controversy might
be settled by the U. S. allowing Canada the
free navigation of the Hudson in return for-
Canadians withdrawing their refusal to
grant rebates on grain transhipped at U. S.
lake ports. Anybody can see that this
falls short of a basis of settling
the whole controversy. Our informal offer
was declined, thereupon a new proposition
was discussed and promised consideration.
It was formally conveyed to the United
States Government through the British
charge d’affaires at Washington. This pro-
posal was submitted to the Senate by Presi-
dent ” Harrison in {July last, and is as fol-
lows : }

** That as far as regards the navigation
of the Welland and St. Lawrence Canals,
the imposition of tolls and grant-
ing of rebates thereon, the same
treatment must be accorded to citizens

granted to the citizens of the United
States with respect of goods, wares and
merchandise carried from one point -in
Canada across the territory of the United
States to another point in Canada. By the
same article it was agreed that the U. S.
might suspend the right of carrying so
granted to British subjects, in case the Do-
minjon of Canada should at any time de-
prive the citizens of the U. 8. of the use of
the canals of the Dominion on terms of
equality with Canadians. >
