Neely, charged with embezzlement of
the public funds of Cuba, while acting as
financjal agent of the department of posts

and immediately after the opinion was
concluded, an order 'was issued requir-
ing that the mandate in the case be is-
sued at once. The opinion embraced a
complete review of the case, detailed the
laws relating to extradition, and quot-
ed the act of June 6, 1900, extending
the provisions of section 5,2’(0 ofthe re-
vised statutes to foreign countries “oc-
cupied or under the control of the Unit-
ed States,” so as to make the law cover,
among other crimes, embezzlement in
such countries. ‘Stating that the circuit
court for the Southern district of New
York, to which an application for a writ
of habeas corpus has been made, had
rendered a decision adverse to Neely’s
claim, Justice Harlan said Neely had
then appealed to this court on the
ground that the act of June 6, 1900, was
unconstitutional. Entering then upon
his reasoning on the case, Justice Harlan
said that there was mo dispute that on

The court below hav-
ing found thet there was probable cause
to believe the appellant guilty of the of-
fence charged, the order for extradition
was proper and mo ground existed for
his discharge on habeas corpus. The
Judgment of the circuit court is therefore
affirmed.”

1In the let-
ter he stated that the civil courts could
not undo the decision of the Roman
authorities, and that the Delpit mar-
riage was null and void in the eyes of
that church, because the ceremony was
performed by a Protestant minister,
which should have been afterwards
“legalized ”’ by the parties appearing
before a priest, because both at the
time were Roman Catholics. The case
promises to be a famous one in Cana-
dian annals. Delpit’'s wife, a Miss
Cote, claims that at ‘the time of the
marriage she was a Protestant. - Delpit
denies this, and is taking action through
the religious and civil courts to have the

The Puget Sound
people have held this property for 17
years, shipping small gquantities of ore
from time to time, It is considered by
experts one of the finest propositions on
thg continent, being virtually a moun-
tain of irom, surmounted or set in white
limestone. This iron mountain is two
miles long a.ndh hglr a mile wide. The
ore is very rich, being 50 per cent. iron.

terms of the present agreement, after
10 years, unless other arrangements are
made, the property will revert to the
Puget Sound Iron Co. The exact royaity
per ton could ‘not be ascertained, but it
is well known that the company_charged
50 cents per ton royalty for ore taken
from their mines for smelting purposes.
(034 course,.the present royalty would
not be so high. The terms of the lease
are that operations shall commence on
the 1st of February, and that thereafter
for ten years the following stipulated
tonnage shall be shipped from the mine
to the Washington and California
smelters: For the first year, 80 tons
per day; for the second year, 200 tons
per day; for the next eight years, 800
tons daily. This demonsttates that
things will boom on Texada island in the
iron business during the next ten years.

Heavy Loss
In Dawson Fire

Destroys Three Buildings In-
volving Loss of Fifty
Thousand Dollars.

Another Missing ‘ Miner—Pass-
ing of the Indian
Customs.

News was received by the Amur of a
fire at Dawson on the night of January
6, which destroyed three buildings and
did damage to the amount of $50,000.
The news, which is given in telegrams
received at Skagway from Dawson
under date of January 7, is that at 8
o’clock the previous night fire was dis-
covered in the second story of the build-
ing occupied by Cribb & Rogers. The
flames spread, and before the arrival of
the firemen the fire was beyond control,
the buildings on either side having
caught. These buildings were the West
block, owned by Max Lang, and the

Rainier hotel, owned by Murphy Bros.
All three were burned, little being
saved from them. ‘The business firms
involved in the loss as a result of the
fire were: Rury & Kalenborn, ‘drug-
gists; Bonanza meat market; Antler’s
restaurant; San , Francisco oyster
house; and Cribb & Rogers. Besides
these houses, which suffered nearly total
losses, were several dressmakers, law-
yers and dentists who had offices. in the
destroyed block. 'These were only able
to save a portion of their belongings, so
‘quick did the fire spread. The origin of

- Now the prospect of
war has gone. A great convention was
held, at which the Frogs, the Hagles,
and Crows—the three tribes who quar-
relled over the supremacy in the choice
of a chief for the three tribes—were all
represented in numbers. At this con-
ference the young men carried the day.
The ‘““wa-wa ” of the old chiefs was un-
heeded, and after much speech-making,
sweeping action was taken. 'The con-
testants who fought for the honor of
erecting 'their family totem were told
they could erect as many family em-
blems as they liked; but it was recom-
mended by the younger men, who had
wandered from the rancheries and seen
the world, that United States dags take
the place of the totems. Omne of the
young chiefs went further. He moved
for a drastic reform. Taking the whole
question of clans, native chiefs, old cus-
toms and old laws in general for his
theme, he suggested that it would profit
the Indians more to spend their mcney
for food and clothing, rather thaa to
spend it for lawyers, the support .of
several chiefs in idleness, and the main-
tenance of old superstitious customs.
This position was supported by the
younger men of the tribes, and so well
did they argue their cause that, by a
vote of 155 to 2, there will be no more
clans or chiefs: in Sitka, |

ROSSLAND ORE OUTPUT.

Rossland, Jan, 12.—The great news of
the week is that the Le Roi Mining Co.
have determined to sink beyond the 900-
foot level 600 feet. ' The contract for
this is about to be let and the contractors
will begin upon the work at an early
date—probably this week. The continu-
ation of the shaft is for the whole of the
five compartments, and will include the
timbering down to the 1,500-foot level.
This will form the staple of the develop-
ment work for the year, and it:is expect-
ed that the sinking to this depth will
about occupy the whole of the remainder
of the year. In the meantime the de-
velopment above will far more than suf-
fice to keep the mine going, even at the
contemplated increased output, for that
period of time. With the preparedness
of the machinery and the extension of
the Northport smelter, the mine will now
be in a position to do some good work.
From a financial point of view, with the
improvements paid for and the smelter
interests wholly its own, it may be ex-
pected that for the coming year the divi-
dends will be much Ilarger than have
heretofore been declared.
