Couple of White King Fishers Secured 

on tile Squamish.

Vancouver, July 19.—(Special.)—In an 
interesting conversation with Mr. John 
Pugh, taxidermist this morning that 
gentleman stated that during his 
recent trip up the Squamish riv­
er besides meeting a great many wild 
animals he saw some extremely rare 
ones. He showed the Colonist correspon­
dent two pure white kingfishers that he 
got on this trip. Mr. Pugh does not 
know whether these are albinos or a dis­
tinct species. The fact that the pair 
were shot together leads to the inference 
that they are a distinct species, and the 
first ever discovered. Mr. Pugh is ship­
ping the birds to Sir Walter Buller, Lon­
don, England, brother of the famous gen­
eral of that name. He has sold them 
to this gentleman for $100. Mr. Pugh, 
on the same trip, also secured a white 
mink, and is under the impression that 
<uch an animal has never been captured 
before on the Pacific Coast. Mr. Pngh 
thinks that the eternal adbws of the 
Squamish may have something to do with 
the color of these specimens. Two years 
ago he killed a bine-white crow in Stan­
ley Park, which he sold to Sir Walter 
Buller. Mr. Pugh also states that Brit­
ish Columbia contains innumerable speci­
mens of unclassified beetles and other 
insects.

“Therefore, be it resolved, the iron 
workers of Vandergrift Apollo, Saits- 
burg, assembled this 20th day of July, 
1901 at Vandergrift, that we hereby 
express our loyalty to the managers of 
the American Sheet Steel company.

“During the year’s work with said 
company we have received the fairest 
treatment at their hands, our wages have 
been entirely satisfactory, and we ask 
that we be permitted to work non-union 
as we have been doing since 1894. We 
feel that no labor union can make our 
situation better than it is at present. 
We also hereby heartily endorse the ac­
tion of the business men of Vander­
grift, Leechburg Saltsburg and Apollo 
in their recent endorsement of the policy 
of the American Sheet Steel Co., and 
assure them that our interests are mu­
tual, and that we as workmen will not 
be misted, nor do anything that will in

KILLED ON THE TRACK.

Patrick Hayes of Vancouver Run Over 
by Train.

'Vancouver, B. C., July 19.—Patrick 
Hayes of this city was killed on the 
track this morning in the vicinity of the 
sugar refinery. The body was badly 
mutilated, the right arm being cut off 
at the shoulder and the right foot also 
being cut off. There was a big gash 
under the chin and cuts near eyes and 
on the head. The accident is supposed to 
have happened at the time a freight train 
went out about 3 o’clock this morning. 
When the Imperial came along 15 hours 
late, about 4 o’clock, the body was 
noticed lying on the track and the train- 
was stopped. Just how the accident oc­
curred is a mystery. The deceased was 
about 27 or 30 years of age, was em­
ployed at the C. P. R. round house, and 
was known as a very steady and tem­
perate young man.

GEEMAN TARIFF. St Petersburg, July 19.—Akhorambo 
Atoll wan Dorshieff, who has gained the 
favor of Dallai Lama of Tibet, came 
to Livadiast in October and was received 
by the Emperor. He returned to Tibet 
and succeeded in persuading'the Dallai 
Lima to send a special mission to St. 
Petersburg to open friendly relations 
with this country. This mission has 
arrived under the guidance of. Dorshieff, 
and, has been received by Ooqnt Lams- 
dorff. It- consists of four perso 
of whom is Laloo, the Lama's second 
secretary.

The Russian newspapers attach much 
importance to this journey ana no doubt 
properly it makes another step in the 
extension of Russian influence towards 
the Indo-Chinese possessions of France. 
The Russians regarded the establishment 
of a chain of communications across the 
Indian Empire and the permanent isola­
tion of India from the Yang The Kiang 
as practically assured.

The Novoe Vremya regards, the send­
ing of this mission as proof that the 
prowess of Russia in Manchuria has 
penetrated to Tibet, and there is no rea­
son-- to doubt that active communica­
tions are maintained between Urga * in 
Mongolia, where another Déliai Lama 
site as regent, and Tibet This journal 
thinks it only natural that Tibet should 
seek in Russia a protector against the 
“Greed of England.” or that other outly­
ing territories of China should turn their 
faces towards the “White Ozar," A good 
part of this and much more of the same 
sort in other papers is no doubt writ­
ten for the Tibetan visitors.

Duties-on Agricultural Products Are Not 

Relished.
Berlin, July 20.—All the leading mem­

bers *tf tthe ministry are now absent on 
their vacations, Baron Von Ritchofien, 
secretary of the imperial foreign office, 
having left this week, and a summer 
stainesa ‘prevails in Berlin, politi 
des. In tthe discussion of thrift ques­
tions brought out this week upon the 
publication of the new agricultural 
schedules by the Stuttgart Beobachter, 
which claims to have authentic informa­
tion in this matter from the recent tariff 
conference, the two most striking fea­
tures of these schedules are the Sigh 
duties and the minimum and maximum 
charges smrtieteals. The minimum figures 
are the lowest admissible in commercial 
treaties, while the maximum charges are 
65 merits ■per’ton on wheat, and 60 marks 
per ton on rye and oats. The minimum, 
charge on wheat is 55 marks per ton, 
and on rye and oats, 50 marks. The pre­
sent duties on rye and wheat are 35 
marks per ton, and on oats 28 marks. 
Animals and meat are without mini­
mums. The flirty on cattle has been rais­
ed from 9 marts and on swine from 60 
marks per ton "to 100 marks per ton. 
Meat, lard enfl calves are scheduled for 
a considerable increase.

The Berliner Tagblatt is the recipient 
of information to the effect that the 
promised schedules as printed by the 
Stuttgart Beobachter are correctly 
given. The TagCblatt considers them 
to be monstrous and prints statistics 
showing that tbe new duties, on the 
basis of the imports for 1900 mean an 
increased expenditure of 66,000,000 
marks to the consumer, not to mention 
the rise in prices on domestic products, 
<md argues that the United States and 
Russia, two of Germany’s best custom­
ers, would adopt reprisals were the du­
ties put into effect. The Hamburger 
correspondent says the government will 
publish the tariff bill in a few days.
