VISITED FRANEKLIN CAMP. '

H. W. Warrlngton, general superin-
tepdent of the Kettle Valley Line Rail-
way, accompanied by George A. McLeod,
recently returned to the city from a tour
of inspection to the well known McKinley
claim in Franklin camp, some 45 miles
up the North Fork. In speaking of Frank-
lin camp generally, Mr. Warrington said
that there is at present a large influx of
prospectors into the camp being no doubt
the result of recent rich strikes in the
camp.
