FIRE 1N NO. 4 MINE
OF UNION COLLIERY

Water Pumped Into Workings—
Steamers Will Be Delayed
in Getting Coal

¥ire has broken out at the largest
of the Comox mines, ‘the big workings
which slope toward Union lake, known
as No. 4 slope. The fire is reported
to be serious, though information re-
ceived here is comparatively meagre.
Enguiry at the offices of the Welling-
ton Colliery company yesterday elicit-
ed the information that the fire was
discovered on Wednesday night, and
at last advices was still burning. Wa-
ter is being pumped into the mine and
considerable delay will result, even if
the blaze is speedily extinguished. The
delay will greatly handicap shipping,
already severely handicapped by rea-
son of the scarcity of coal Two
steamers are now at Comox awaiting
cargoes from the mines, the steamer
Sandown, from Otaru, .Japan, with
hardwood ties for Mexico, which is
seeking bunker coal to continue her
voyage, and the steamer Wangard,
which is awaiting a full cargo of coal
for Mexico.

No. 4 mine, which is on fire, is the
largest of the Wellington company’s
several miles at Union, and employs
between 600 and 800 miners, who will
be idie for a time. The mine is ‘ap~
proached by a slope which is down
over 3,000 yards, with drivings from
either side. The other mines are en-
tered by shafts, and no serious ac-
cident has been reported from - any
of them since the: disaster at No. 6
shaft some years ago, when 64 lives
were lost. 25 :

The mine ‘is a modern one, well ven: |
tilated,> @nd> equippea *with “powertut
pumps, It will require considerable
time to pump out the water following
the flooding of the mine, Meanwhile
coal will be shipped from the other
mines, but as the mine now on fire
shipped the greater part of the output
sent from Union Bay the situation
will be far worse with regard to the
coal supply. For weéeks past consid-
erable delays have occurred, and, as
stated some days ago, the Wellington
Colliery company. has been unable to
secure coal to fill 'its own vessels,
much less others. The steamer
Shiela, which was on . time .charter to
the company, was kept 29: days at Co-
mox and finglly released a week ago,
proceeding to San Francisco in bal-
last.. Steamer Sandown was expected
to .reach Vietoria yesterday on her
wey south, but it is not known now
when the steamer will be able to se-
cure the necessary’ coal to allow her
to proceed.
