On entering the manufactory one is 
struck in the first instance with the extent 
of the operations, and in the next with the 
order wbioh it observable throughout Here 
is nothing topsy-turvy or going at random. 
Everything is in its own department and 
every workman has his own peculiar em­
ployment Each department ia superin­
tended by an efficient bend—each a man of 
long ana wide experience in the leading 
New York establishments, while the junior 
member of the firm, Mr Robert Williams, 
is permanently connected here, every in­
strument that leaves the factory going 
through his hands for a final test For 
many years he has been practically con­
nected with the establishment, and hie 
father, the senior member of the firm, is 
there every forenoon for consultation. The 
large quantity of heavy and delicate 
chinery is driven by an eighty-horse power 
engine, Corliss’ make, of the latest approved 
design.

Entering first into the engine room where 
a large number of men were employed, 
speaking is a folly, for therein a thunder of 
noises from the singing of monster saws and 
planes, squaring and reducing the plank 
and boards brought in from the dry houses, 
down to the delicate fret-saws with which is 
done the dainty and delightful work, such 
an ornament fo the Williams piano. It is 
looking st these saws and planers* jointers, 
sharpers and other instruments at work, 
that one confesses the triumph science is 
making in these latter days ; for here by 
this score of men among the thunder-singing 
wheels is represented the work of more 
than a hundred ; and with how much more 
accuracy is not the detail of the delicate 
pieces which go to make up the piano com­
bination done, than if wrought by chisels 
with the hand of man ?

The case department is an impartant di­
vision of the establishment, and comprises 
two large flats. Here are employed some of 
the most skilled Workmen that can be 
found ; men who had worked in leading 
positions in the most prominent manufac­
tories in the world.

In sympathy with the decline 
in northwestern railways, owing to the war 
in rates, St. Paul M. A M. tumbled with 
the rest, and most of those Canadians who 
survived the first shook and those who went 
in since then were left high and dry. Be­
fore noon the market in New York got 
•haky and a panic began. The brokers in 
New York telegraphed for margins right 
and left, bnt especially on Toronto and 
Montreal. Two brokers’ offices in this city 
are loaded np with the stock. In one of 
these offices alone the low of clients yester­
day was between $70,000 and 100,000. One 
broker had four cabs scouring tbe town to 
raise $12,000 to put up as margins.

So early as the year 1857 this establish­

ment was founded by Mr. William», and 
from that time since its history has been a 
series of successes, till now it towers heart 
and shoulders above those which overshad­
owed it in its early career. For many a 
long year the persistent energy, business 
tact and forereaoh ot Mr. Williams kept 
the enterprise on the upward road, though 
aa was the case with many another manu­
factory in other lines the struggle was a 
hard one. For this was the time when 
the large and folly ripened rival enterprises 
across the line swarmed Canada with their 
agents who offered their goods at each 
figures as left little heaft to home courage and 
capital The explanation of all this was easy. 
The republican establishment' with a capital 
of $1,000,000, and a manufacturing busi­
ness in 
dereell t
side with a capital of $100 000, and a man­
ufacturing business in proportion, by reason 
of the larger profits arising from a better 
division of labor.

taking instruments away for orders which 
bad been on hand for somA time previous. 
Every week the Messrs. Williams find 
their constituency increasing, and their 
trade at this moment ia immense. It ex­
tends from the furthest civilized limit of 
Manitoba on the west to Halifax on the east. 
The house here keeps continually out 
four traveller*. The instrumenta sent out 
by the firm at first had to combat the silly 
prejudice that what is made at home is not 
equal to what you buy abroad, but now 
upon the ordeal of merit they are triumph­
ant in the field, and American opposition is 
rapidly going to the wall. And the firm 
is preparing itself for the emergency. At 
rhe present, with its hundred workmen 
hard and fast engaged manufacturing, it 
cannot supply the demand, and so has 
turned contemplating an enlargemeat of 
the business in mray respects. But this 
refers only to the sales from the Yonge 
street establishment ; there is likewise 

THE LONDON HOUSE,
229 Dnndasstreet, London, Ontario. This 
establishment is likewise thoroughly 
equipped, has its staff of agent» continually 
on the route, their trade being generally 
confined to the west. The number of in 
atrumente, pianos and organs, sold by this 
branch, considering the length of time it 
has been established, is enormous ; and its 
field is not less rapidly growing than the 
mother house here.

THE HAYTER STREET MANUFACTORY.
This structure is among the most impos­

ing manufacturing houses in the city. It 
is an immense and stately brick building 
running from 31 to 41 Hayter street, the 
premises extending back to Gerrard street. 
Upon the latter street is the lumber yard. 
The quantity of wood, of different kinds, 
whitewood, maple, cherry, ash, chestnut 
and spruce, piled here in the form of plank 

boards is enormous. The oldest or 
best seasoned is kept in quarters to itself, 
and such wood is generally four or five 
years so seasoning before being used by 
the firm. In the making of pianos the 
matter of wood is among tbe elements of 
the first importance. Long ago when 
many botches engaged in making pianos and 
organa they need unsuitable wood, not half 
seasoned, and so disgusted those who had 
been induced to buy a Canadian
built instrument. With this firm
it is far different, 
perience of a life long has been brought 
into requisition, and wood is kept in suf­
ficient quantity on hand to enable the firm 
to be able to choose for use that only which 
is in the primest condition. And such a 
policy pays. Those who buy a Williams 
piano never complain that the tune is lost, 
or the sweet note changed, both of which 
are the offspring of green and inferior wood 
used in the manufacture.

While passing oat from this room and on 
to the second flat, devoted to case- 
making, the veneering work attracted the 
eye of the writer. After the excellent 
machine, the largest of its kind in Canada, 
has made the board true, so true that one 
board clings to another, the veneer is put 
on and the whole pressed under a 40-ton 
pressure. Mr. Williams, jr., at this stage 
informed the writer that our Canadian 
birds-eye maple brings the highest price in 
New York ; that the agente who come here 
to sell ns veneer nude out of onr own 
maple, buy our logs to make more. There 
is no veneer mill in Canada though he says 
the need for one is urgent.

After passing out of the case room the 
writer passed respectively into. the parts 
room, the department where ia done the 
filling in and robbing, and where the wood­
work is made smooth as glass itself for the 
reception of the varnish coati. And on 
then to tbe varnish rooms where in long 
tiers stretched score upon score of pianos 
that would be a credit 
beautiful instruments ranging in value from 
$850 np to $1200, of all patterns, and none 
but what is in the most acceptable f -shion. 
Here as elsewhere the writer observed one 
of the chief features which contributes ex 
cellence in the work of this firm: each man 
seemed to have his own work, there 
was no muddling ; and no wonder is

making
the same article year in and year nut should 
in the end reach perfection. For years, in 
this establishment, has the same man been 
at the same work here. Stepping from this 
room the head of the firm showed the writer 
tbe sound board room. Here is yet but the 
woodwork of the instrument bnt striking 
the board heavily with the hand it breathes 
the first dull and heavy note of music. There 
is a special kiln for drying the sound boards 
which are made of white aprnce. From 
here yon pass to the stringing room where 
deft fingers are nimbly fashioning out the 
strings from coils of the best wire that is 
made in Germany ; and here passes another 
with a sounding key smiting each chord as 
he strings it to see if the range is just. And 
from this on to the notion room we pas? 
where the delicate instiament grows more 
beautiful and complete, anrt nears the ma­
turity of its harmony. Various workmen 
are here employed, each at his own divi­
sion. One is busy constructing the key 
frame, another adjusts and balances the 
keys, so that tbe touch may be uniform ; 
another glnes on hammers. Adjoining this 
is the room where all the delicate combina­
tions which go to call into life the slumber­
ing music-soul, and to breath its indefinable 
charms, are made, and the firm is now 
equipping themselves to carry on this work 

extensively. And on from this 
yon pa«s to where the inspector tests 
the instruments ; ascertains if the 
touch be uniform, the notea in harmony, 
the tones sweet or harsh. Mr Williams, jr, 
is an accomplished pianist and needs not 
to depend upon his workmen when he 
wishes to know if the instrument going out 
is fit for the drawing room or tbe concert 
hall. Mr. Williams, jr, originates all the 
elegant designs which are each a charming 
feature in their ins tramée ts.

And turning then to sum np the process, 
it would be seen that from the wood yard 
to the drawing room there are a good many 
stages in piano development Fiist the 
lumber lies four or five years in the yard ; 
then goes three weeks in the kiln ; is taken 
to the machine room where it is cat and 
planed; thence to the case shop ; out again 
to another room where it is put together. 
From here the finished esse is taken to the 
varnish room where it receives ten costs of 
varnish, and is rubbed ; thence to the 
sound board room ; thence to the stringing 
room : on again to the action department 
where the kevs are put in. Then it cornea 
before the inspector who examinee its 
minutest detail ; then receives the top and 
legs, and after being to adjusted is again 
tested by the inspector, when tbe tone 
regulator puts it through the final stage. 
It then passes on to the warehouse, where 
it, before shipping, passes through the 
hands of another inspector of detail and
l°The establishment of Messrs Williams not 
alone well repays a visit bnt ia a credit to 
Canada.
