NEear Pawneg Crry, Neb, Jan. 6.—9::
Oct. 1 last the C. K. and N, Railway, which
is & western extension of the Chicago, Rock
Island and Pacific Rail commenced to
lay track west of the river from St. Joseph
Mo., and have pushed it with lightning rapid-
ity, until at this present writing they have
completed in & most su ‘and substantial
manner 250 miles of reaily for operation

roads west of the Missouri River. They -are
laying track at three different points.

On December 18 last, at a pomt midway
between MecCords (Kan.) and Dubois (Neb.)
Mr. William O’Leary, foreman of the track
laying force, laying west on the northwest
extension, and who is re]:zwd expert rail-
road men to be the most able" ~layerin the
West, laid in nine hours with a furce of eighty-
one men 10,310 feet of track, tied, spiked and
lined, ready for trains to run—200 feet fess
than two miles. On the 4th inst., at a point
four miles west of Dubois, Mr, O'Leary and
his force of men laid 4200 feet of track on an
up grade of thirty-five feet {o the mile in two

‘hours and forty minutes—that is, 240 feet over

three-quarters of a milé—in complete running
order. The day’s work performed on thisday,
complete and in running order, was 8200 feet of
track laid in five bours and fifty minutes, This
is the fastest track laying on record o&erformed
with a Harris machine ot any er track-
laying machine now in use.

If the dealer has
any reasonable perception and.judgment, he
will notice the change going on and avoid
hpurchasing the older style of s timely
enough to dis of all he may have of them.
Losses through changes of fashion are more
difficult to guard against. The best general
rule is to\cut short the loss as soon as possible
after the fashion changes, by selling the goods
at once.at the best price they will bring. No
matter how great the reduction seems to be,
the loss will not be 8o great as it would be if
the goods were kept over until thenext season.
The extent to which any dealer suffers through
the perishable nature of goods may be very
approximatély taken as a criterion of the ag-
tention which he gives to the details of his
business. If goods are permitted to remain
exposed to dust, light, moth, etc., and which
may be injured thereby, or care is not taken
against chemical and other changes, the losses
in this way will be quite large in the course
of the year., When any damage of this kind
occurs to goods, it is good policy to sell them
off quickly, making the loss at once,
