His experi: of Sun-
day cars in London, England, was that they
were in the interests of the saloon, the cigar
store and the refreshment shop. \He object-
ed to work on the Sabbath himself, and
bad no right to ask others to work when he
would not.

Mr. George Banks, chairman of thé
executive board of the federated council of
‘the building trades, wasin favor of the
Suquy cars, and believed that the vast
majority of the working people were also.
It was ridiculous tosay that some would
have to work oh Sunday. = Of course
some would.! But many have to
do %0 now, and the people who used this
argument were in the main those who were
responsible for the employment of Sunday
labor. To run the cars on Sunday would
be regarded as a perfect hoon by many of
the employes of the company, who now
could get work only for a few hours a day,
and would gladly work on Sunday. Sun-
day was the only day the workingman had
absolutely to himself, and it was monstrous
that he should not be able to enjoy it pro-
perly. A change for half a day from the
city to a country scene would in itself bea
great rest and relief, but this, the opponents
of Sunday cars said, was to be denied him.
Mr. Banks was convinced the measure
would carry. !

First, the
workingman should possess the privilege of
paying 5 cents on a streey car to take him
to an outlying part on Sunday, as well as
his wealthier neighbor, whonow possessesthe
privilege of telephoning for a coupe, there-
by keeping young girls in the telephone
office on the Sabbath to administer to. his
luxury. Besides, I think that taking the
populace on Sundays to enjoy the fresh air
and scenery in the outskirts will have a
strong tendency to add to the health, and I
will say, to ‘the morality of the people.
The working classes are strongly in favor of
the Sunday cars, and will make this appar-
ent at the polls.”

Ald. Lynd’s Opinion.

Ald. Lynd: says a number of his con-
gtituents have found fault with him for
voting in council in favor of allowing the
people to decide the Sunday car question.
Hesays the ministers must have little faith
in the good effects left from their preaching
for the past years if they are aftraid to
trust the people with Sunday cars.

The Restrictionists’ Wealk Argnments,

the Sunday cars idithe assumption that be-
cause what is cahé!d “Sabbath Observance”
is violated in such cities as Chicago, St.
Louis, Detroit, Milwaikee, etc., it follows
that the running of the‘cars on Sunday in
Toronto would lead to the same results.
This is entirely fallacious, for the simple
reason that the population of Toronto is
homogeneous, composed principally of Eng-
lish, Scotch and Irish- law-abiding citizens,
accustomed and willing to submit to the
powers that be. It is the foreign element
in the Unived States which gives all the
trouble, ready at a moment's notice to
resist with ‘“‘dynamite or bomb” any law,
rule or regulation which conflicts with
their supposed liberties, i.e., the liberty
to do as they please.
