It has been stated repeatedly that 
Thomas A. Edison had invented an 
electric attachment for propelling bi­
cycles. The Wizard denies it.

"I know how the story started,” he 
said to an Associated Press reporter 
the other day. “I have been experiment­
ing with any attachment to a bicycle for 
my own personal use and for spécial 
conditions. My house in Llewellyn Park, 
Orange, Is about one-sixth of a mile 
from my laboratory and 80 feet higher 
up on the mountain side. So, in order 
to save myself a heavy pull when I 
went home in the middle of the day, 
I designed a heavy spring, just large 
enough for the purpose, which was to 
he wound up by power from the labor­
atory engine, and attached to the bi­
cycle before I started up the hill. I 
wanted this spring to supply most of 
the energy for the ascent. Of course, 
there Is nothing electrical about it at 
alt; It Is a, purely mechanical construc­
tion.

"The device Is to be so arranged that 
when riding down hill, or even on a 
level, the rider can at will throw the 
spring into gear, and by degrees wind 
It up to Its limit Then, when a hill Bp 
to be climed, or the rider wishes to 
stop working for a short distancé on 
the level, he can turn on the power and 
let the spring give back some of the 
energy stored up in it. It can be ar­
ranged so that the spring can be 
wound up gradually, so as not to make 
pfedallng much heavier when on the 
level, and should, I think, be of suffi­
cient power to carry a rider a thousand 
feet or so on a good road with no up­
grade without his doing any work.”

THE HORSELESS AGE. 6 Adel aide-street East.
Asked Bid

McIntyre & Wardwell (John J. Dixon) 
received the following despatch from 
Schwartz, Du pee & Co., Chicago: Wheat 
made an advance of 5 cent» and closed 
pretty near the top. The start was the 
result of culmination of recent news. It 
was of the same sort that has been 
coming for a week; to-day in some way 
or other it became operative, the open­
ing was at the call price. The effort» 
of shorts at one time and another to» 
go out furnished the excitement. At one 
time the market showed) an advance of 
4 cents over calls; Cables were a help 
Largely because they were such a sur­
prise. Every one was looking for lower 
■Liverpool; when they were higher, their 
effect was the more pronounced; - At 
primary points to-day there were less 
than 300,000 bushels, against 1,100,000 
last year; here there were 21 cars 
against 400 last year; no contract wheat 
at all against over 300 cars of con­
tract in 1894. A personal message from 
Leavenworth declaring that the Mill­
ers’ Association put the crop of the 
State at not over 7,000,000 bushels and 
estimating that 7,000,000 bushels would 
heed to be Imported; from the outside 
added to the strength. Paris advices 
said that the French crop was turning 
out disappointing, and that the world’s 
harvest would be much less than the 
estimate. On the advance there was a 
marked increase in outside business,par­
ticularly in the last hour. There was a 
rather sharp cash demand here at tbe 
opening, but the remarkable advance 
here put much business out of the ques­
tion. The consumptive dremand comes 
from unusual sources. September sold 
681-4 to 721-2, and closed at 721.4.

Com was very little affected by the 
wheat excitement until just before the 
close, then there was sufficient cover­
ing by shorts to advance prices 1-2 to 
3-4 cent. The west continues to offer 
freely. Crop advices show no impairment. 
The estimate for to-morrow is 255 cars, 
the Inspection to-day 136. Seaboard 
clearances were 153,000 bushels. Cables 
were firm.

Provisions averaged a shade lower and 
closed about the same as yesterday; 
sympathy with the sharp advance in 
wheat brought a few buying orders, 
wÈich probably prevented a further de­
cline’. The cash trade was again small 
a^id showed no signs of any improve­
ment.
