The Project Taltlug Definite Shape—Mr.

Chamberlain Agrees to a Commission.
London, Nov. 19.—All of the colonial 

agents In London except the repre­
sentatives of West and South Austra­
lia had a conferrence with Mr; Joseph 
Chamberlain, Secretary of State for 
the Colonies, at the Colonial Office to­
day, with the result that Mr. Cham­
berlain agreed to appoint a commis­
sion to arrange the details of the con­
struction of the proposed Pacific 
cable. The Imperial Government, Aus­
tralia and Canada will each appoint 
two delegates upon the commission, 
which will proceed with Its work as 
soon as possible.

The representatives of the Caipe 
colony. Natal, were also present at 
the meeting, and Mr. Chamberlain re­
marked that the presence of represen­
tatives of colonies having no concern 
In the project in Its present form was 
an evidence of solidarity and sym­
pathy. He expressed the opinion that 
the project showed a fair prospect of 
remunerative return upon the capital 
required.

It was arranged that the Colonial 
governments should nominate delegates 
to the commission, whom the .Imperial 
Government will confirm, as the com­
mission will consider and report upon 
the whole subject in all Its aspects.

The conference endorsed the resolu­
tions adopted by the Intercolonial con­
ference held at Ottawa In 1894 In favor 
of commercial reciprocity between the 
United Kigdom and Its colonies.
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A FAST ATLANTIC SERVICE IN SIGHT.
Mr. Chamberlain’s decision to grant 

an Imperial subsidy to a fast AUantlc 
line to Canada will be hailed 
gratification by everybody In Canada. 
Irrespective of party.

The Dominion Government has had 
the Immense sum of $750,000 per an­
num dangling for some time past as a 
bait to any enterprising capitalists 
who would embark on the scheme un­
der the auspices of Mr. Huddart. An 
additional $375,000 will tempt men to 
come Into the scheme who may not be 
Inclined to sail under the flag of Mr. 
Huddart, who has been thought too 
light a weight for the project by 
many of Canada’s best friends In Eng­
land. Whether now the successful ten­
derers will be the combined companies 
who have spent their lives and for­
tunes In the development of the trade 
of the St. Lawrence, or an entirely 
new syndicate, time will prove, but In 
justice to the former, it is right that 
they should have the chance. The 
Dominion Government must also eli­
minate from their scheme many of the 
unworkable conditions which were 
promulgted when they made their first 
contract with Mr. Huddart.

We are on the brink of a new era, 
and we foresee as a first outcome of the 
new arrangement a chance of colonis­
ing our Northwest much more sys­
tematically than we had expected.

Messrs. Pope and Morgan, the Govern­
ment cattle Inspectors, show that; dur­
ing the present season, up to Nov. 18, 
there have gone to European ports 
from Montreal, 197,467 sheep, 93,941 head 
of cattle and 12,564 horses, a marked 
increase as compared with last year. 
In 1894 there were 139,780 sheep ex­

£7,687. Last season the returns show 
that there were 86,636 head of cattle 
sent abroad, an Increase for this''year 
of 7306.

This 
issue they look upon as an excrescence 
on the Government’s policy, and they 
will offer no opposition to the Gov­
ernment as long as there Is a possibil­
ity of the excrescence being got rid of 
by compromise or by a settlement 
which does not violate the principle of 
provincial rights. The party believe the 
Government should be supported up 
to the very time It Is called on to in­
troduce some practical legislation on 
the school question, and when that 
time arrives,if It ever does arrive, the 
nature of the legislation that is pro­
posed will determine the attitude they 
may assume at that time. Although 
many loyal Liberal Conservatives of 
the riding believe In the principle of 
non-interference, they are prepared to 
strain a point and help the Govern­
ment In every way they can, short of 
actually supporting coercive legislation, 
towards Manitoba. In the bye-election 
which comes off In this riding in a 
few weeks, the Government candidate 
will receive the enthusiastic support of 
a united and confident party.
