CANADIAN ORDER OF FOREST-
ERS.

To the Editor of the GUIDE-ADVOCATE.

| DEAR Sir.—As a large number of your
readers beloug to the C. O. F., I thought the
following items of news regarding that very
prosperous society might be inteiesting, not
only to the members of the Order but to your
readers genorally.

The C. O. F. is making very remarkable
progress in the country and 1s making fair
progress in our own county.
