It Is interesting to note that the 
horse makes and maintains the mar­
ket for nearly all the oat crop, worth 
$334,000,000; most of the hay crop, 
worth $743,000,000, and a large part of 
the corn crop, worth $1,337,000,000. If 
we also consider the horse equipments 
—carriages, wagons, harness, clothing, 
saddles, bridles, shoes and bits, pri­
vate stables, blacksmith shops and 
horse repositories—It will be readily 
understood that the horse creates busi­
ness interests ranking with the rail­
roads and agriculture and other colos­
sal affairs of Abe country.

The compiling of these directories, 
which are issued thrice yearly, is done 

I by the New York Telephone company 
| in a department devoted exclusively to 

that work and kept busy all the year, 
while the printing and binding keep 
350 skilled workmen busy for eight 
mouths every year in one of the lar­
gest printing establishments in the 
country.

The telephone using public insists on 
having up to date information at all 
times regarding additions to the list of 
subscribers and changes that may have 
been made, since every additional sub­
scriber adds to the value of the serv­
ice to every other subscriber. These 
old books therefore illustrate one item 
of expense which the telephone com- 
pany"must stand three times a year.

Australia and the Antarctic.
It is remarkable how many Interest­

ing things not originally looked for, 
but picked up by the way, were dis­
covered by Shackleton’s south polar 
expedition.

Con­
nected to the belt by a tube is a small 
metal chamber filled with calcium car­
bide. In -case the wearer should fall 
overboard from a boat or be otherwise 
accidentally thrown into the sea the 
first few drops of water penetrating 
the carbide chamber will Immediately 
generate sufficient gas to Inflate the 
belt—Exchange.
