Fresh lime will give 
them heat, but if is net prudent to mix fresh 
lime with manure that has any considerable 
value in it, for it will cause it to burn and 
send off the most valuable portion into the 
atmosphere, Lime may aid you if there is 
an acid in your soil that needs correcting — 
And this you may determine better on actual 
trial than by any chemical analysis that can 
be applied. .’
