Mother Shipton's Prophecies.

The New York Journal of Commerce gives
the following trne account of the humbug
known as ¢ Mother Shipton™ :

Mother Shipton was a veritable charac-
ter, who lived- more than three hundred
vears ago, and uttercd a number of so-
called prophecies.  They v , for the
