Packing Butter for Winter.

That butter may be kept for use in the
winter, it is indispensible that it be very
well made. The best kind of butter may
be packed so that it will improve in quality,
but some special methods are required for
this end. Butter that is quite free from
buttermilk undergoes a very slow change
of lavor, and the most desirable taste and
odor, which are commonly called the nutty
flavor, are produced by a gradual produc-
tion of a volatile acid, known as butyric
acid, and by the action of a ferment in the
cheese matter of the butter. If this is in
excess the production of this acid is quite
rapid, and the butter soon becomes rancid
from the excess of it. So that butter for
immediate use may contain a small quan-
tity of buttermilk, and need not be washed
8o carefully as that to be kept until winter.
For this use every particle of milk must be
got rid of, and the washing should be con-
tinued until the water passes off quite clear.
Then the butter is salted with a full ounce
to the pound, and packed in clean new
tubs, and pressed down to exclude all air.
The tub is first scalded and then rinsed
with cold water, then with cold brine, and
then ruhbed lightly with fine salt; the but-
ter is then packed to within half an inch of
the edge, when it is sprinkled with salt and
covered with a clean cloth a little larger
than the top of the tub. The edge is press-
ed close to the tub, and salt is spread on
it. The edges are turned over the salt,
and the cover is then put on and fastened
down tightly. The cloth is steeped in
brine before it is put on the butter. The
tub is then set in a cold, dry, clean cellar.
It has been kept a year in excellent condi-
tion in this way.

Advantage of Going Barehead.

A correspondent complains that he can-
not take his walks abroad with his head
bare without being exposed to sneers and
being treated as a lunatic. *‘And yet,”
he asks, ‘‘ who but the hatter would suffer
by the almost complete disguise of the hat?
The advantages would be many; we should
entirely avoid baldness (which our hats
induce); our heads would be as cool as our
faces (which we never think of covering,
though they are less protected with hair
than our heads); we should save our money
and a great deal of trouble. In this cli-
mate we need not be afraid of sunstrokes,
and we should avoid colds in the head. It
isa mistake to suppose that either chimney-
pot hats or bowlers shade the eyes. They
do not do so any more than woman’s bon-
nets. Butcher boys and Christ’s Hospital
boys find that it answers to be hatless. I
hear that Mr. Arthur Balfour goes without
a hat whenever he can.

An eastern exchange tells that at Alex-
ander Gibson’s saw mill, at Marshville, N.
B., 143,603 feet of lumber passed through
one gang, dressed and piled in the yard
ready for shipment.

The same jour-
nal states that at the same place on the
same day the lath mill cut 80,000 laths in
ten hours. This, people who feed lath ma-
chines in this vicinity say, is an impossi-
bility. The paper adds that a gentleman
who was present states that in four minu-
tes he saw five bunches of laths cut and
bunched ready for market. At this rate
only 60,000 would be done in ten hours,
which millmen claim here would be pretty
good banching.

Hot Cloths Without Wringing.

I believe in the value of hot embroca-
tions but think our way of preparing them
an improvement on the methods described.
As they are usually required in an emerg-
ency it is necessary to prepare them as
quickly as possible. Light your oil stove,
and over it place your kettle used for
steaming. A pint of water heats rapidly,
and will serve for the first application.
Afterwards, the quantity of water may be
increased. Place the cloths in the steamer
and cover. In a short time they will be
very hot, and sufficiently moist without
dipping. Try this, and you will not re-
turn to the old method of dipping the cloth
in water.

Green Foods For Poultry.

If we notice a flock of healthy chickens in
summer we find that they are eating some
sort of green food, as grass, clover or fruit,
all day long. They never seem to grow
tired of it or to become satisfied. This
proves that their nature requires something
of the kind, and in winter we must, as far
as possible, endeavor to supply their wants
in this direction if we wish to keep our
flocks in good condition and make them

profitable.
Finely cat hay that has been cured green

is the nearest aproach to green grass, and
for the rest we must depend upon the gar-
den vegetables, as cabbage, turnips, car-
rots, potatoes, beets, onions, etc. In pro-
viding a store of winter vegetables for the
table it is very little extra trouble to ar-
range for an over supply in order for the
fowls to have their share. They are the
most acommodating creatures in the world
and will gladly accept what we would other-
wise throw away, as the tough leaves of
cabbage, the stringy sweet potatoes, small
white potatoes left in the bottom of the
barrel, pithy turnips, and frosted celery
tops. But we must be careful that every-
thing offered them in this line be soft and
sweet, else our flock may become diseased
before we are aware of it. Half-rotten ap-
ples, however, are an exception to this rule,
in fact, the chickens seem to prefer them
to the sound ones, and begin upon the de-
cayed part first. This year the apple crop
in this section is almost a complete failure,
and although we were more fortunate than
our neighbors and gathered a good many
from several different orchards, yet the
fruit is very imperfect and is keeping so
badly that I fear that the fowls will get
the most of it. I give them a peck at noon
which they seem to enjoy greatly; they
had also a big pumpkin broken open for
their benefit, the seeds of which disappeared
as if by magic. Raw pumpkin is very
poor food, however, and I only give it
them as a variety and to help entertain
them between meals. Sometimes, though,
when very hungry or the pumpkin happens
tp be unusually sweet, they will peck it al-
most to the rind.

Chickens are very fond of green turnip
tops, and if I could, I would have a piece
of ground accessible to the poultry-yard
sowed in winter turnips, especially, for
their grazing during the winter, so that
whenever the snow was off the ground they
would have an abundant supply of fresh
green food. Last winter I gave them raw
turnips now and then, and only the rinds
would be left. When desired to take the
place of green food, vegetables should be
given raw; but if we want to make a warm
mess, boil till tender, chop fine, and season
with scraps of meat .or dripping. This,

makes a most nutritious feed.

My object is simply to
suggest cheap and economical ways in feed-
ing, and to call the attention of the husband-
man to their wants in order that he may
take them into consideration; for although
the poultry are the smallest and apparent-
ly the most insignificant of the denizens of
the farm, yet, with proper care, they may be
made the source of much .good living and of
no despicable profits, — Fx.

The Plow in the West.

It looks as if the plow would have to fall
to the rear as a farm implement, says the
From all parts of the
west comes the advice, don't plow your
ground for oats. Plowing is slow, hard on
horses, and when done is not as good as
surface cultivation with cultivator and
disk harrow. More than half the oats
sown in this part of Illinois are covered
with a pulverizer or corn cultivator. This
means of putting in oats is much more
rapid and the crops as a rule are better
than those from the slower way of plowing
the land and then covering with a harrow.
During the past four seasons, say the au-
thority quoted, our farmers have been ex-
perimenting with the pulverizer as a tool to
prepare the seabed for a corn crop. They
firat clear the land of stalkes, then put four
horses on the pulverizer, tura the disks to
an angle where they will dig and throw,
and dig up the surface of twelve or fourteen
acres a day. By going over this twice or
three times the surface is thoroughly pul-
verized to the depth of three or four inches,
and in the best possible condition to put on
the planter. Those who have tried this
are enthusiastic in praise of vhis plan, and
say they have no farther use for the old
plow outside of doing a little fall plowing.
One of the great advantages of pulverizing
instead of plowing is found in not having
to harrow, plank or roll in order to reduce
the clods that so often turn up in spring
plowing. -

The FHouschold.

Feeding the Pet Dog.

Pet dogs should never have but one full
meal & day, and chat about five or six
o’clock in the evening, writes Mrs. Theodore
Wright in an article on ““The dog in the
Home,” in thé December Ladies’ Home
Jowrnal. A little milk or broth should be
given in the morning, but nothing else.
They should have a dish of mashed greens,
well-boiled tripe, or lightly boiled liver once
or twicea week; not a full meal, but mixed
with their food.

Remember that their food must be nour-
ishing; for example, tough ends of steak
and bone pieces boiled until you can re-
move the bones, then salted and thickened
with potatoes or stale bread. Terriers
must have meat of some kind often. Never
give any dog chicken bones; there is noth-
ing much more dangerous. About once a
month get a joint of the neck of beef and
let the dog have the bones after cooking.

Puppies should be fed four or five times
a day on boiled milk. When two months
old bread may be added, or a little very
finely mashed potatoes; never meat until
six months old, and then very sparingly
until they are a_year old. Feeding meat
to young dogs causes distemper. They
may have small, safe bones after three
months. If they get diarrhcea give a little
cheese.

Young dogs are quite liable to have fits
from worms or teething. In grown dogs
one great cause.is want of plenty of pure,
fresh water. If your pet should begin run-
ning and yelping and frothing at the mouth,
or lie down on his side and kick and knock
his head on the floor, he has not gone mad.
Donot be afraid of the poor little creature.
Dash cold water on him, or dip him into a
tub of water or run water on his head.
Then wrap him in a blanket, and he wilj

soon be all right.

A Delicious Cough Candy.

A delicious cough candy is made from
the following receipt, and will be found a
most agreeable medicine as well as bene-
ficial to all who use their voices and are
troubled with throat affections:

Sreak up a cupful of slippery elm bark;
let soak an hour or two in a cupful of water.
Half fill a cup with flax seed, and fill up
to the brim with water, leaving it to soak
the same time as the slippery elm. When
you are ready to make the candy, put one
pound and a half of brown sugar in a por-
celain stew-pan over the fire. Strain the
water from the flax seed and slippery elm
and pour over it. Stir constantly until jt
begins to boil and turn back to sugar.
Then pour it out, and it will break up into
small crumbly pieces. A little lemon juice
may be added if desired.  Be sure to use

the same measuring cup.

The Fashionable Breakfast.

Ices of all kinds are entirely out of place
at breakfast, writes Ada Chester Bond in
an article on “‘ The Etiquette of Lunche-
ons” in the December Ladies Home Jour-
nal. An omelette soufflee, peaches with
cream, or best of all a fruit salad, are with-
in the proprieties. This last is one of Del-
| monico’s successes, and never fails to call
forth enthusiastic appreciation. It is sim-
ply made, and keeps perfectly for two or
three days. Half a dozen oranges should
be peeled, leaving no particle of the white
skin adhering, and then cut in small pieces.
Half a ripe pineapple, broken with a fork
into bits and sugared to taste, and four ba-
nanas sliced, are mixed with the oranges,
and the whole put on ice for three or four
hours.

The Use of Perfumes.

Nothing is more sinned against to-day
than the use of scents, writes Mrs. Burton
Harrison in the December Ladies’ Home
| Journal. To the many people to whom
| any strong odor is distressing, the present
reign of scent bags in the garments of wo-
men who frequent public places and public
conveyances is intolerable. It is only the
faintest suggestion of a refined perfume
| that should ever be allowed to hang even
for a moment about the belongings of a
well-bred girl; and even such a casual use
of the merest whiff of the dainty and im-
palbable essence should be rare; to wear
any redolence upon her person in sachets
is unpardonable.

To Dry Umbrellas.

Wet umbrellas should be put to dry with
their handles down, allowing the moisture
to dry offevenly. If the handle be up, the
water will drip down into the thickened
part at the top, and will take so long to dry
that the cloth will be rotten. Umbrellas
should not be rolled up while they are wet,
and it is better tolet then be unrolled while
they are in the”house. A silk umbrella
should never be opened out to dry, as the
stretching of the wet silk makes it liable
to crack. When a ferule is lost it should
be replaced.

How to Acquire a Good Figure.

—When buying beef, expose a fresh cut
to the air a few minates; if it gives a clear
cherry-red color your choice is good. The
lean meat of immature beef is pale and
dull, and the fat white.  Very high-color-
ed, coarsc-grained beef, with deep yellow
fat should be rejected, and that selected
where the fat is a light straw color and
the meat marbled throughout with fat.
When meat pressed with the finger rises up
quickly it is prime; if the dent remains or
rises slowly it is of inferior quality.

ArpLE JAM THAT WiLL KEEP FOR YEARS.
—Take equal quantities of sugar and good
sour apples; pare and core the apples, then
chop fine. Make a syrup of the sugar (if
brown sugar is used it must be clarified
thoroughly), then add the apple, the grated
peel of two lemone and a few spices of
white ginger; boil till the apple looks clear
and yellow. This jam resembles foreign
sweetmeats.

—When the works of a sewing machine
get gummy they shouald be thoroughly oiled
with kerosene oil. Kerosene is also excel-
lent for rubbing over the table and wood-
work of the machine, largely restorin% the
machine to its original brightness and beau-
ty.
