cent. In the period from 1909—13 the 
death rate from cancer was 73 per 
100,000; in 1913-18 it was 77 per 100,- 
000, and in 1919—21 it was 85 per 
100,000. Cancer claimed 500 deaths, 
and tuberculosis 700 annually.

Dr. Woodbury went on to say that 
as far as was known cancet was not 
contagious, for if it were most phy­
sicians would have it, nor was it a 
blood disease,

it was one of the things the Red Cross 
aimed at in their public health pro­
gramme.— (Halifax Chronicle.)
