Woodbridge Agricultural Works,

Tar above-named works, of whick we give here-
with an engraved representation, are located in the
village of Woodbridge, Township of Vaughan, and
County of York. IMaving recently paid them a visit,
we are glad to he able to give our readers some par-
ticulars concerning them. In commoa with all
similar cstablishments that we bave visited. the bum
and bustle, the hurrying to and fro, the abundance
of raw material, and searcity of the finished article,
plainly indicate the extensive demand there i3 for
agricultural machinery, and prove the general pros-
perity which exists all over the country. We know
of no manufacturer of furm implements who is not
straitened for shop room, deluged with orders, and
unable {o satisfy the existing demand. This is a
good augury, and not the least of

work may be scen in his factory, and he has several
patentson parts of his machinory —that on the gearing
of his threshing-macbine being especially noteworthy.
A suit for infringem:ent of this patent is pending be-
tween Mr. Abell and the Xall Agricultural Works in
Oshawa. An engine of twen!yfive horse-power,
manufactured by Mr. Abell himself, supplies the
motive force by which the machinery in these shops
is driven, and some idea of its cxcellence may be
gathered from the fact, that though in constant oper-
ation for upwards of six years, it hag not yet required
any allezations or rapairs. A great variety of work
i3done at this establishment. First and foremost,
all the machinery required in grist and saw-mills is
here manufactured. Next may be mentioned
threshing-machines.  Some account was given in our
Ist. Jan. issue of the present year, of the distinctive
featuves and exceliences of the thresher manufuctured
at these works. We are glad to find that it com-
mands ready sate, and that no fewer than one hun-

cutter-bar ten inches longer than usual. About one
hundred mowers and reapers have been manufactured
at these works the present year, and as s novel, yet
effective method of advertising the reapers, Mr. Abell
has had one in operation among the farmers during
the harvest which has just been gathered. The selt-
raking attachment gives great satisfaction, from the
fiact that it saves the work of two hands in the harvest
ficld. Among other atticles made at this establish-
ment, we may mention Birdsells clover thresher
and huller, a first-class machine for threshing, hull-
ing. anid cleaning clover, capable of preparing for
market from twenty to thirly bushels per day. Por-
table steam engines are also manufactared here, and
Mr. Abell is perfecting his arrangements for getting
up a ten borse-power engine with two oscillating
cylinders, the whole made as light as possible, and
so constructed as to do stationary work, such ns
driving a threshing machine, and also to be used as a
traction engine. A crushing mill for coarse grinding
barley, oats, pess and corn, i3
another machine whicl is made

its many advantages is this—that
while there is room for honorable
competition, there is no tempta-
tion to ungencrons rivalry.

Tize proprietor of the Wood-
bridge works, Mr. John Abelt,
commenced business at bis pre-
sent Jocation in 1512, The build-
ings represented in the accom-
panying illustration were erected
in 1860, but have recently been
thoroughly overhauled, and
freshened up exteriorly by re-
pairing, so that they look “ns
good asnew.” Exfensiveas they
are, they do not {urnish sufficient
acope for the business now done,
and an additional shop, one hun-
dred feet long by thirty-six feet
wide, is abont to be crected. Upwards of sixty
bands are in regular employ in the several depart-
ments, which consist of a foundry with Llasting
furnace ; & smithery with four forges ; n carpenlers’
shop completely furnished with planing, morlicing,
mwing and boring machines; a machanists’ shop with
lathes for every description of turning, large shears,
and machines for making Lolts, cog-wheels, punching
and cutting gear, and serew threads of ail sizes; a
roomy paint shop ; and large patiern store-honse. A
}rip hammer is in course of erection. Haud iabour
is dispensed with as much as possible. aud machinery
employed whenever practicable. Mr. Abell is
thotough machinist, and when be wants a labour-
saving contrivance, appears to bealnoloss to jnvent
oneifitbe not ready to his hand. Some ingenious
expedients for leasening hand 1abour and cxpediting

at this establishment, and is well
worthy the attention of farmers.
Drag saws, straw-cutters, and a
combined roller and clod-
crusher, which was figured and
described in our issue of Feb. 1
last, are also made here. togethey
with several styles of piough,
among which an excellent would-
ing or ridging plough for pota:
toes, turnips, &c., und the
“ Lclipse,”” a general purpose
plough, particululy attracted
ont notice.

Mr. Abell is preparing to manu-
facture a ditching macline, of
the anccess of which he enter-
tains very sanguinc hopes. Itis

dred are being tarned out at the present season.
Pitt’s horse-power is the one made at these works to
supply the driving force required by the thresher. All
things considerad, this is probably the best horse-
power in uge, a8 it stands wear and tear better than
any other.  Mowers and reapers in threo styles are
manufuctured by Mr. Abell: Ball's Ohio as a com-
bined machine, Cayuga Junr., a3 a singic mower, and
Wood's self-raker as a single reaper. There is no
better combined machine in the world than Ball's
Oliio, and Wooil's reaper stands at the head of its
class, We saw it at the Michigan State Fair, laden
with the honors it had just reaped at the French Ex-
position.  OF the merits of Cayuga Juur. as a mower,
we cauuot speak so highly, boing under the {mpres-
sion that there are othicr mowers oqually good, if not
betler. The Dall's Ohio made here is furnished witha

tle invention of Mr. Hern. y Car-
ter, of Azlmer, and was exbhibited
at the last Provincial Show. Since them some im-
provements hiave been made in it, 2o us to adapt it
both to light and heavy solls. It is very desirable
that an effective ditcher sbould be introduced into
every locality. It would gregtly facilitate that most
necessary operation, drainiag, for want of which so
imnany furms are suffering, and the general prevalence
of which is imperatively called for, if we are to be
distinguished for any agricullural progress worthy
the name.

Nr. Carter's drain tile ditching-machine was ex-
hibited at the recent exhibition at Kingston, and was
recommended by the judges as deserving of an extra
prize  Mr. Abell’s splendid throshing machine was
slsoon the ground, and, as on former ocoasions,gained
tho first premium. The material, the workmanship,
und finish of this machine, are all first class.
