By inserting in your paper the following ex-
tracts from the Counstitution of the Grand Union,
of the Prevince of Canada you will greatly as-
sist in extending the Order of the Daughters of
Temperance :—

** Applications to open new Uniots must be
signed by at least cleven persons, who must be
ladies of good reputation and standing in the com-
munity. The Grand Union, may grant the sume
on the payment of five dollurs as a Churter fee, for
which they will receive the same, together with
the necessary books, &e., from the Grand
Presiding  Sister, Deputy Grand Presiding
Sistery or from such a delegate or delegates
as the Grand Union may deem proper to depu-
tize, (whose necessary travelling expenses nust
be defrayed by the Union so opened). who shall
superintend the organization, and train them in
the usages, of the Order: said delegates always
1o be subject 1o the instruction of the Grand
Union. .

No Union shall be required to pay the expen-
sesof more than one officer or delegate to organ-
ize or install them, and no delegate or officer
shall make any charge for opening or 1nstituting
a Union, except for necessary travelling expenses.

‘The respectable standing and character of the
applicants for a Charter, must be certified to by
some officers of the Sons of Temperance, or a
Clergyman or a Justice of the Peace living in the
vicinity, and accompanying the said application.

The following is the form of application for a
Charter :—
