to the former (fasting) he is:-reported to have

_said that, to judge- by common talk, fasting is

regarded as characteristic.of the Charch of Eng-
land or the Church of Rome, whereas the fact
is that fasting is part and parcel of -the disci-
pline of the Methodist and Preshyterian Bodies,
just as much as the Church of England. This
he proved from' the standards ‘of the Presbyte:
rian and Methodist Churches, the latter church
distinctly teaching in:its general rules that fast:
ing or abstinence is'expected of all who desire
to continue -in- Methodist societies—in other
words, that every Methodist in good standing
is bound to fast. As to the second subject, he
claimed that although liturgies may not be
characteristio of: the thiree great Protestant
churches, that the general principles of the lit-
urgy, that of putting into the mind the tboughts
of prayer, if not the words, was charactevistic
of all.. The full development of this principle
‘produces 4 liturgy ; its .partial development,
‘specially prepared forms for special occasions,
and its arrested development, authorised topics
for preyer, so fully described as- almost to
amount to a form of sound words. The full de-
velopment of the principle is found in the
Church of England, which makes no arrange-
ment for publi¢ extemporary prayer.” The par-
tial development is found in the Methadist sys-
tem which authorizes both liturgical and ex-
temporary prayer, and the: arrested develop-

mentisfound in Presbyterianism;which faghions’

and moulds the thoughts of extemporary prayer
—in one case (the ignorant) allows the use of a
form, and in all cases guides with scrupulous
ceution the devotions of the people. -He closed
by claiming that the three systems agreed -on

the great principle that in some way the Church |

should guide the devotions of the people. The
gystems differed as to the extent of that guid-
auce, but the differences were not of that nature
which should shut out all hope of & generous
and Christian readjustment of existing prac-
tices, .
