«[f the drawing of a trec or large shrub be required, a box,
blackened inside, having ahole at ono end about 171-4 inch in dia-
meter, must be provided ; in this hole should be placed a lens of
five orsix inches focus ; if one of longer focus be vsed, the dis-
- persion of light becomes too great to ensure an accurate represen-
tation. When the tree or shrub is well illaminated by the solar
beams, the lens should be presented towards it, ot a distance vary-
ing of course with the heiglit of the olbject. A piece of card-board
shoold then be placed in the box, a litlle beyond the true focus of
the lens, and the former moved until a well-defined bright image
of the tree, etc., is formed on the card, of course in sn ‘inverted
direction. The box is then to be placed on any convenient sup-
port in this position, and a piece of the prepared paper fixed on
the card, the lid of lh_é box is thento be closed, and the ‘whole
left for halfan hour, at the end-of which time a beautifully-accn-
rate outline of the object will be found on the paper, which s
then to be rendered permanent ‘in the usual manner. Itis ob-
vious that this plan is unavailable on a windy day, on account of ihe
branches of the tree, etc. being continuaily moying, so that it is
of faf less ise to the botanist than the above-described process for
obtaining drawings of.small specimens. -~~~ :

. i3'to cause a fresh survey of the territory to be made, for the pur-
poso of endeavouring to trace, upon the ground itself, the line of
the treaty of 1783 ; and the un'dersigned is'sending to Mr. Fox,
for the consideration of the President, adraft of a convention’ for
the purpose of regulating the proceedings of the conimissioners 10
be appointed Dby the two Governments, for this end ; and her
Majesty’s Governient hope that the report of these commission-
ers will either seltle the question  at issue, or furnish to the two
Governments such information as may lead directly toa settiement.”’

Government has resolved to appoint a Bishop for Newfound-
land and Bermudas, in the place of the two Archdeacons of those
Tslands. The Archdeaconry of Newfoundland is at present va-
cant ; and it is understood that Dr. Spencer, the Archdeacon cf
Bermudas, (brother of the present Bishop of Madras,) will be no-
mioated to the new See..
