Rule Movement.

Parncll, Davitt and ©'Brien—Their Work—
How They are in Touch with the People
~The Part Eack Man Plays in the Agita-
tion for nq-m!'l Rights—Thelirn, Diplo-

mas Presented.

Edward B. Rankin writes to the Sunday
Herald aa follows : While It 1a universally
oonosded . that the prominent and oantral
figure In the leadership of the Irish Home
Rale party is Charles Stewart Parnel], there
are, neverthelase, elements of stremgth in
farthering the movemen® for looal seli-zovern-
ment in Ireland, the loss of even one of which
would prove a serious setback to the cause,
The orucial test to which Mr, Parnell has been
subjacted for many years while at the head
of the Irlsh party, his concervative leader-
ship at ali times, his dignified bedring under
most trying oiroumstances, and his eminent
soclal respectabllity have won over msny
English and Scotoch adherents to the Irlsh
movement : but without such distinguished
cosdjators ma Miochael Davitt and Willlam
O'Brien have proved to be, home rale wonld
never have made the atrides It has, Each
of the three men has hls own peculiar line
of duty to follow, and his own work to per-
form, and each one ia a leader In himself, It
ia, Indeed, s moat remarkable politfoal trin-
fty—Parnell, Davitt, O'Brlen. Among the
Irish peasantry none of the lenders in so well
known or so popular as 0'Beien. They speak
of the one great parliamentary leader as Mr,
Parnell, they refer to the second member of
the great tribune as Michael Davitt, and
men, women snd children everywhers kmow

“the nervous, excitable and castle.-bating
journalist as “Willle” O'Brlen. The peas-
antry look upon him as one of themaelves ;
an the man in the gap, who throws himaelf
to the front on every ocoasion calling for de-
termined aotion ; as a belog who apparently
lives for them alone ; suffering almost con-
tinnajly the brutal treatmens of the coms-
tabulary and the rigora ef prison life ; under-
going the tormenta of hunger and thirat and
oold In damp, dark cells, all for the cause of
Ireland, and, therefors, for the rack.rented
tenants, who need only a hint that *Willie”
Q'Brien is to speak somewhere in thelr coun-
ty to flock In thoasands to hear him, The
little children on the mountain sides and in
the boge ara tanght by their fathers and
mothers to honor and revere his name and to
love hlm as if he were the jewsl of 'their
hesrts. His great value asa factor in Irleh
politics Is conceded by his colleagues, and by
nons more than Mr. Parnell ; {ndeed, Mr,
Parnell and other prominent men In the
Home Rule party do not hesltate to say that

When thay
have ¢! poeitive information’’ that O’Brlen Is
stlll at tbe Westminster Hotel In London, he
islikely to be the central figuzeat a great mass
mesting of the tenantry In some dlstant
part of Ireland—a meeting unknown of to the
pollce, not oalled through the newspaper
preas or by public anncuncement, snd conse-
quently not proclalmed by the government,
and not dlsturbed by the presence of a single
reprasentative of the batened and carbimed
guardians of the government’s peace.. And
yeot In bis yonnger days Mr, O'Brien never
gave any Indicatlon of the fire that raged
within him, nor did he promiee te develop
into a leader of men, He attended a private
achool In the town of Mallow, and was then a
frall, weak-syed lad, at whom fun was peked
by his schoohinates hecause of hin devotion
to his books, It was his custem to leave the
house of his parents at a very early hour in
the morning, and by some means to gain ac-
coae to the school honse, where he was found
poring over his books, with his head olose to
his desk, when bis compsnlons arrived tweo
honrs later. * How did Willle O'Brien get
in ?" one of them would ask. And the reply
was: *“Throngh the keyhole,” He was g0
small and thin as to suggest that answer.
His first newspaper work was for a Cork
paper, and later on he becamse a valnable
attache of the Dublin Freeman’s Jour-
nal, then owned by E. Dwyer Gray, by
whom

on ope occasion te reoruit his health, Bat
Mr., O'Brien could never find patience to de-
vote any long time of efforts at reatoration of
health., His intentlons In that direction
have been well meant, buthls nervous tem-
perament and a deslre for actlve work aad
excltement have Interfered with projeoted
holldays, and not even the company of friends
could restraln him from returning te Ireland
when his thoughts began to centre there.
After his arrest near Cork, about the first of
1ast month, and when it was thought he was
still somewhere in Ireland after his prelimin-
ary exsmination and admittance to bafl, he
suddenly appeared in London. It was neces-
sary tbat I shonld see hlm, as I had a com-
mission to execute In whioh he was one of the
interested principals, and during a ohat with
Mpr, Davitt I asked him how long Mr, O'Brlen
intended remalning in Ireland. ** He Is here
In London,” answered Mr. Davitt, * He ar-
rived last night and he was about $o rsturn
to Ireland fo-night, but I teld him Mr, Par.
nell wished to see him on important basineas,
and I maked him to remain over till morning;

te-night you will sursly wses him, Lost

he will deliver it to O'Brien,” Mr. Davitt’s

s in the world.” I dellvered te Mr,
B'Brlnn on the evenlng of the anuiversary of
American Independence the diploma voted
him by the Charitable Irish Soolety of Boston,
He expreased, In well.choren language, his
deepest thanks for the honor conferred while
he was undergolng the rigors of prison dis-
cipiine, and sald he constdered the action of
hie New England frlende of the soclety as
no empty henor. Many of the gentlemen
conneoted with the soolety are almost as well
known In ireland ae they are in America, he
said, and the history of the moclety itaelf fs
one of honer and credit. He was proud to
be enrelled upon its books, Later in the
evening. and after Mr, O’'Brien had read the
history of the soclety frem 1737, he addressed
a letter to me formally acoepting membership
in the scolety. And now be Is once more in
charge of the prison keepers for outspoken ut-
terances in the cause of Irish rights.

With the lapas of a year and experience
In the outer world the second of the thr:e
groat lsaders, Michasl Davitt, hav acquired
conservatiam—in a far loss degree, 3o be
sure, than Mr, Parnell—but still & con.
servatism when the Michael Davitt of sen or
fifteen yoars ago Is brought to mind. He
bas developed more rapldly than any one
man in the Irfsh party, and Ia almest as po-
pular among the werking olssses of England,
Scotland and Wales as Willlam O'Brion s
among the peasantry of Irelsnd. Davitt's
early experience in the mille of England ; the
oruel loas of one of his arms while dolng com.
pulsory work at a man’s labor at the looms
while he wan etill less than 12 years old, and
his constant efforts to ameliorate the condi-
tion of wage earners in the United Kingdom
have made hoata of friends for him, and, at
the same time, brought over fens of thome-
ands of adherents to the one great caunse which
Is always nppermost in his mind, His is the
active brain forge which Mr. Parnell utilizea
with such great effect after it has been sub-
jeoted to the improving influencesof thonght-
ful considerstlon and eober judgment. His
wiod is a well-apring from which flow seme
of the most usefnl supgestions considered
and executed by the Irish party. During the
past year Mr, Davitt has been s most actlve
worker. One day he wa»s in London devot-
fng his morning hours to consultation with
members of the party and witneases for
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court, then apending from 10 o'cleck till 5
examining witnesses before thelr lordships,
snd after dinner giving an hour or two to
Mr, Parnel), and then preparing his case for
the followlog day. Four days of the week
ware thus comsumed. He would start for
Dublin and his heme at Ballybrack on Friday
night or Satarday morning, possibly attend a
mesting of gentlemen Interested in the deve-
lopment of some almost forgotten Irish in-
dustry dariog the day, preside ata public
mesting In the Rotunda in the evening, and,
goiog home late at night, give Sunday to rest
and to his family, On Monday the commer-
colal and Industrisl interests of Ireland would
agaln receive his attentien, and be wounld
start for London in season to give alittle time
to preparation ef his papers before appearing
in the role of assoctate counsel for Mr, Par-
uell, himsolf and ethers in the action agaloat
the Pimes for libel, This has been hls routine
for nearly a year, It Ia true, as he has re-
to taking an oath of alleglance te any mon-
aroh, more particularly the ene who stands as
a representative of a government whioch he
considera has done him grlevous Injury, he
needs not to become a member of the House
of Commonts, as he can accomplish far mors
good ontaide the walls of Weatminister
Palace,

The principal member of the great Irish
trlune, Charles Stewart Parnell, the man
upon whom all eyee centre, Isa study. It
has been sald that his health is badly impalr-
ed, and that the straln npon him is such that
he cannot withatand 1t much lenger. I firat
saw him in Boaton nine years ago, and again
in Parllament six years ago. To my eyes he
looks better thissummer than he did on cither
of the occasions I mention, He han aged, to
ba sure, but not any more than might be ex.
pected, HeIs not stooped, or bent, or sad
looking. On the centrary, he is as straight
an ever, and speaks pleasantly and cheerfully,
Determination is stamped on every line of his
face, and, while he fully realizes the import-
ant truat he holds as leader of his party, he
is affable and gentle with all. The effort haa
been made of late, however, not to han,per
him with frequent oallere, who desire to chat
with him enly for the eake of aaylog they
bave met him, and, therefore, it is more
difficnlt to reach him than formerly, and he
takes his place on the Irish benches only
when 3ome measure of grave importance Is to
be consldered;, or when the Interests of the
Irlsh cause or thone of adherents of the canse
in England, Scotiand and Vales are under
conaideration, It was on one of these ecca.
slons a fow weeky ago that I had

thorns, and blood flooded down His saored
face, an I knelt in adoratlon, When I rose
agaln, the crewn and blood were no longer to
be seen, but the face of a Man venerable be-
yond words to express ; his nose long and
stralght ; the brows arohed ; Hls eyes were
slightly cast down, and there was an express-
fon of great sweeiness in them ; His long
halr floated on His shoulders ; His beard,
tnrning back of its own accord on His ohin,
was very thin aronnd His dellcate moath ;
His forehead was bare, and His head
sligntly bent torward.”

SHOT THROUGH THE HEART.

——————

Traglc Beguel to Callifornia’s Sensational
Caunse Celebre—Jadge B. 8. Terry Killed
By a United Btates Deputy-Marshal Afer
the Former had Slapped Chlef Justice
Field’s Face—Mra, Terry wants Revenge.

——

Larugor, Cal.,, August J4.-—Upon the ar-
rival of the Southern Overland train here at
7 20 this morning, United States Supreme
Court Judge Stephen J, Field and adeputy
Untted States Marshal David Nagle walked
into the depot dining room for breskfast and
rat down side by slde. Soon afterwards
Judge David S. Terry and wife came in.
They weres procaeding to ancther table when
Mrs. Terry, evidently recognizing Justice
Fleld, did not slt down but retired to the
train for eome unknown parpose, Before she
reached it, however, and as zoon as she had
lett the dining room, Judge Terry approach-
od Justice Field and stooplng over him, slap-
ped hix face.

At this jopcture, Marshal Nagle arose from
his eeat and shot Judge Terry through the
heart. As he waas falling the depaty marshal
shot again, but missed him, the bullet going
through the fioor, The judge did not utter a
sound, He had hardly lallen when Mrs.
Terry rushed to the side of her husband’s
body and threw herself upon it. Then en-
aned a scene of the wildest oxcitement.
People rushed from the dibing-reom and
others rushed in. Daring thie time Juetloe
Fleld and Deputy Marshal Nagle retreated to
a aleeping car where they were aacurely look-
ed within. At times Mrs. Terry would call
upon the cltizens to arrest them,

Before the traln palled out Constable
Walker entered the nlesper and waa carried
away on board, He intormed the spectators
that be knew his duty aud wonld perform it.
| Durlog the time the train was standing at
the depot Mre. Terry was running wildly,
alternately from the body of her husband to
the sleeper, demanding admittance that she
might slap Justice Field's frce, and at the
same time begglng that they be detaln=d

Marshal Nagle backed up agalnat the wall ef
the gdining-room, and warned every one net
to arrest bim, saylng he was & United Statea
officer in the discharge of kis duty- Thers
wasno semblance of an attempt to moleat
him, Constable Walker took Deputy Nagle
from the traln at Tracy and proceeded with
him to Stockton,where be ls in jail. District
Attorney White haa ordered the arrest of
Justice Fleld upon his arrival In San Fran-
clsoo.

TERRY'S ENMITY TO FIELD.

Sax Feaxcisco, August 14.—The an-
nouncement that Judge Terry had been killed
cnnzed extraordinary exoitement here. The
scene of the tragedy las elghty-thres miles
from this city, The possibility of an encoant-
er between Terry and Justice Fleld has been
recognizad ever since the imprisonment of
Terry for contempt of court ten months ago,
Terry was at one tlme Chief. Justioce
of the Supreme Court of California, and
hae always been & prominent figure in the
political history of the state. He was mar-
ried to Sarah Althea HIill, who claimed to be
the wife of Sbaron, Mre., Terry created a
scene in court, charging Justice Field with
balng corrupt, The weman realated a deputy
marshal whe tried to remove her. Terry
interfered, drawing a dagger. Ha wans dis-
armed,and Terryand hiswife were adjudgedin
contempt and committed to jall,

Justice Field went to Waabington returning
to this oity slx wecks ago, Newapaper arti-
cles were printed, intimating it would ba
dangerous for Juatice Field] and Terry-to
meet personally, as it was thonght the latter
might Insult the former, while the fact waz
aleo recognized that Justloe Fleld would be
gulek to rescns an attack from Terry, know-
ing it couid only resul: fatally to one er the
other in view of Terry’s record.

Terry was born in Kentuckp in 1823, He
served in the Texas army under Sam Houston
He came to Californla in 1849, and in 1859
was oleoted Juatlce of the Supreme Conrt of
California on the Native Amerfcan tickat,
Upon the death of Chlef Justice Murray In
1857, Terry became Chisf Justice. He op-
pesed the Vigilaace Committee of 1856, and
etabbed one of the mémbers who attempted to
arrest his friend Maloney. Terry killed
Senator Broderick In 1859 in & duel az the re-
sult of political differences,

Vicrow, Oal,, August 14,—The coroner ar-
rived hers at 12 40 to-day with Judge Terry's
body In a box covered with white cloth, 8rs.
Terry rode in the exprees joar with the re-
maios. Daputy Marshal Nagle was brought
here from Tracy in & buggy. He refused to
bs Interviewed, but said: “I am Deputy
Ooited States Marehal and simply did my
duty as an officer.” He waa locked up alone
snd soon after sent for the looal attorney,
Nagle was very oool and determined, bat
looked pale.

Sheriff Ounn-
ningbam left here for SanFranolsco;this after-
noon to arrest Justice Field. The attorneys
engaged to defend Nagle promised that
Justice Fileld would appear when wanted,
but Mrs. Terry'a complaint was made against
both, The funeral of Terry will be held

Sarah Althea Hill, Judge Terry’s wile, was
the first to disoover Field In $he Lathrop
dining-room, and pointed him eut to her
husband, They exchanged words iIn low
tones, and Mra, Terry got np and left the
dinfng-room. Mz, Stackpole, one of the pro-
prietors, was atanding In the doorand ob-
sorved Mre. Terry leave, and also took note

of the threatening look that she cast mpon

At that instant Nagle crled **Hold, hands
off that man.” Justice Field looked up, and,
as hoe said later, never saw such a plotare of
incarnate hatred aas that deploted apon
Terry's face, Terry did not heed the Mar-
shal's warning and ralsed his clinched fist to
striko asecond blow. That menacing gesture
was the last act of his life. Quick as a flash
Nagle drew his pistol and sent a baullet
through hia heart. As the firat shot was fircd
Mrs, Terry reappeared In the doorway,
oarrying a band travelllng bag, Stackpole
Intercepted her, and with tho aid of others
took away the bag. Uponexamination after-
ward she bag was fonund to contaln a pistol,
which was asufficlently proof of Mrs,
Terry's motive. Mrs, Terry, an she saw her
husband fall threw up her hands and
screamed wildly, *‘ He has killed him ! He e
murdered {”

When the shooting occurred a panto selzed
the people in the dining-room and seventy
people crowded out in a heap. Wild excite-
ment ensued, but Marshal Nagle was the
coolest one of all, Tha srowd gathered about
him, still holdlog the pistol in his hand, He
tnrnad and sald to them :—

1 am a United States marshal in the dis
chsrge of my duty. Do not touch me.”

The crowd fell back, and Nagle said to
Jadge Field, ** Come on " Mr, Field arose,
and the two left the table, proceeding directly
to thelr car and seating themselves, Mr.
Field was nervons and as white a8 a sheet,
but he sald not a word, keeplog his lips com-
prossed, ’

It In stated, in explanmation of Deputy-
Maresha! Nagle's presence in company with
Justice Fielo, that Unlted States Attorney.-
General Miller bad telegraphed from Wash.
ington to the United States Marahal of the
district, ordering that the person of Justice
Fleld be protected at any hazard. This
order grew out of the fact that on the retnrn
of Juatice Field to this city from Washing-
ton six weeks sgo newapsper articles wore
printed Intimating that it would be Qanger-
ous for the Justice and ex-Judge Terry to
meet personally, as it was thonght that the
iatter might Insult the former, while the fact
was alno reoognizad that Justlee Field would
be quick to resent an attack from Terry,
knowing it could result fatally to one or tne
other in vlew of the latter’s record. It Is aluo
ald that Terry had openly made threats
agalnet Justice Field. Attorney-General
Miller’s order extended also to Judge Sawyer,
of the United States Circuit ceurt in this
clty, opon whom Mrs. Terry made » personal
awsanit last year whils on a rallroad train ac-
companfed by Judge Terry, Deputy Mar-
shal Nagle was directed to accompanyJuatice
Field, nnder this order, and is said to bave
glven Judge Terry full warning te stop when
the latter began this attack upon Justice
Fleld, and fired at Terry as the latker was
about to atrike a gecond time,

Justice Field was not armed, He was
frequently urged to arm himself, but wounld
never do go, and had declared that :when it
beoame necessary for a Justice of the United
States Supreme court to go about In the per-
formance of his duty carrying firearma with
which to protect his person it would be time
to abolleh the courts,

RAGLE HAS A RECORD, TOO.

Nagle waz born and raised in San Fran-
olsoo, He went to Tombstone, opened &
saloon and was soen doing a flourlshing busl-
ness. In a short time he became a great
favorite with the law-abiding oltizens of
that booming town, and in 1851 he received
an appointment as chief of police. Shortly
after his appointment a drunken Mexican
desperado entered the town and began to
enliven things by shooting at peoplo on
every side. He defied arrest and vowed that
the firet man that trled to arrest him would
be shot down In his tracke, Joe Poynton,
who was serving under Nagle, tried to take
him into custody, and was shot through the
groin. As soon am Nogle heard that
Poynton had been . wounded he armed
himsgelf and started in pursuit of the
shooter, He soon found him and ordersd
him to surrender. The only reply he re.
celved was a shot from the desperado’sre-
volver. The ballst did not take efect.
Nagle returned the fire, The Mexican then
took his horse and trled %o esoape. As he
rode away he fired s=everal shets at
Nagle, and with & defiant yell dared him to
follow, Nagle, revolver in hand, gave chase
to the escaping felen and called for someons
to get him a rifle, The Mexioan headed for’
the rooky portioa of the mountalns, and when
Nagle was handed the rifle he called on him
to halt, The Mexloan agaln opened fire on
bim, and Nagle used the rifle, He fired but
once and the Mexlcan dropped back dead
with a bullet throtgh his brain,
