
A Positive Outoome

The economic return
generated by the Games
Promises to be substantial.
More than 250 000 people
are expected to attend the
event, and $65 million
iS likely to be spent on
accommodation, food, and
recreation by spectators,
Participants, the media and
OPerational personnel.

A study conducted by
Canada's Federal Bureau
of Management Consulting
predicts that the Iong-term
impact of the Games on the
economy would be in the
order of $1 .3 billion to the
end of the decade. Alberta
will be the chief beneficiary
with 70 per cent of the
stimulus. Also, some 28 000
person years of employment

will have been created over
the period of the Games.

Once the Olympics are
over, Canada will have
world-class sporting venues
worth $456 million in place.
And thanks to the establish-
ment of the endowment fund,
no financial burdens will be
placed on taxpayers.
