environmental monitoring and methods for

the assessment of environmental quality;

environmental problems related to other
areas including agriculture, livestock

management, forests and tourism;

environmental contingency planning

and emergency response;

the interrelationship between

environment and development;

ecological planning and
environmental impact

assessment;

environmental training and

education;

the identification and treatment of
environmental issues that affect or may
affect the region to which the Parties

belong.

Co-operation may be extended to other areas of

common interest.
