Parties to consult with regard
to any situation which may
constitute a threat to peace,
in whatever area this threat
should arise; with regard to
the attitude to be adopted and
the steps to be taken in case
of a renewal by Germany of an
aggressive policy; or with re-
gard to any situation consti-
tuting a danger to economic
stability.

Article VIII.- In pursuance
of their determination to set-
tle disputes only by peaceful
means, the High Contracting
Parties will apply to disputes
between themselves the follow-
ing provisions: -

The High Contracting Par-
ties will, while the present
treaty remains in force, set-
tle all disputes falling with-
in the scope of Article 36,
paragraph 2, of the Statute of
the Inhternational Court of
Justice by referring them to
the Court, subject only, in
the case of each of them, to
any reservation already made
by that party when accepting
this clause for compulsory
jurisdiction to the extent
that that party may maintain
the reservation.

In addition, the High Con-
tracting Parties will submit
to conciliation all disputes
outside the scope of Article
36, paragraph 2, of the Stat-
ute of the International Court
of Justice.

In the case of a mixed dis-
pute involving both questions
for which conciliation is ap-
propriate and other questions
for which judicial settlement
is appropriate, any Party to
the dispute shall have the
right to insist that the judi-
cial settlement of the legal
questions shall precede con-
ciliation.
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The preceding provisions of
this Article in no way affect
the application of relevant
provisions or agreements pre-
scribing some other method of
pacific settlement.

Article IX.- The High Con-
tracting Parties may, by agree-
ment, invite any other State
to accede to the present Trea-
ty on conditions to be agreed
between them and the State so
invited.

Any State so invited may
become a party to the Treaty
by depositing an instrument of
accession with the Belgian
Government.

The Belgian Government will
inform each of the High Con-
tracting Parties of the depos-
it of each instrument of ac-
cession.

Article X.- The present
Treaty shall be ratified and

the instruments of ratifica-
tion shall be deposited as
soon as possible with the Bel-
gian Government.

It shall enter into force
on the date of the deposit of
the last instrument of ratifi-
cation and shall thereafter
remain in force for fifey
years. s

After the expiry of the
period of fifty years, each of
the High Contracting Parties
shall have the right to cease
to be a party thereto provided
that he shall have previously
given one year's notice of
denunciation to the Belgian
Government.

The Belgian Government
shall inform the Governments
of the other High Contracting
Parties of the deposit of each
instrument of ratification and
of each notice of denunci-
ation.
