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The Department of External Affairs announced today that the

Governments of Canada and the United States have agreed on terms of

reference to the International Toint Commission requesting it to

investigate complaints of air pollution along the International

Boundary in the vicinity of Detroit and Windsor . Text of the reference

being submitted to the Canadian section of the Ccnnission is attached.

The terrzs of reference request the Commission to investigate

complainte that vessels passing through the Detroit River are causing

the pollution of air in the vicinity of those two cities . The

reference also requests the Co=ission to ascertain other major factors

,which might be contributing to this air pollution by the discharge of

smok8, soot and fly ash in quantities sufficient to be detrimental to

the public health, safety and general welfare of citizens.

The referencV , wàich is made under the provisions of Article

IX of the Boundary Waters Treaty signed Tanuary 11, 1909, asks the

Co=aiasion to conduct inquiries and to report to the two Governments

upon a number of questions, and also calls for reco=aendations as to

rEmediql or preventive works nhich may be considered necessary to

prevent pollution of the air in the vicinity of the International

Bouadary .
