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proposed Resolution authorizing a grant of money for the maintenance of the Ottawa
Branch of the Royal Mint and the Refinery forming part thereof.

Mr. White (Leeds), a Member of the King’s Privy Council, then acquainted the
House, That His Excellency the Administrator, having been informed of the subject-
matter of this motion, recommends it to the consideration of the House.

Resolved, That this House will, To-morrow, resolve itself into the said
Committee. :

The House, according to Order, resumed the adjourned Debate on the proposed
Resolution of Mr. Borden, to amend Rule 17 of the House of Commons, and the
proposed motion of Mr. Hazen; “ That the question be now put.”

And the Debate continuing.

Mr. Béland moved, seconded by Mr. Murphy, That the House do now adjourn.

And a Debate arising thereupon, the said motion was, with leave of the House,
withdrawn.

And the Debate continuing, the said Debate was, on motion of Mr. Kay, seconded
by Mr. Carroll, adjourned. :
