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council were made with which 1 wiil deal later,
on the second readling, if it is deemed neces-
sary. At ail events, subsequent ordrs in
council were passed hy the dominion and the
two provinces which, with the consnt and
cooperation of the three governments, created
an international houndary comnmission, at first
composed of three members and later limited
to .two. This commission was composed of
J. M. Wallace, D.LàS., representing the
Dominion government until Septeinher 20,
1915; R. W. Cautley, DISB. and A.LS., rep-
resenting the government of the province of
Alberta and, af.ter September 20, 1915,
representing both the Dominion and Alberta
governments, and A. O. Wheeler, DILS. and
B.C.L.S., representing the government of the
province of British Columbia.

This commission carried on the survey of
the boundary continuously from 1913 to 1924,
at which time the Rocky mountain section of
the boundary had been completed, together
with 252 miles of the7 l20th meridian survey
to -a point in latitude 57125'40l'. At this
point the governments decided to discontinue
the survey for the.time being, leaving about
174 miles cf the l20th meridian stili to be sur-
veyed through uninhalbited and improductive
country.

The work Of this commission has been highly
commended hy the officers of the Dominion,
the British Columbia and the Alberta govern-
ments, and the report of the commission in-
cludes an atlas in three parts signed by ail the
parties.

In order that thýis boundary as surveyed to
the point mentioncd, that is, to the end of mile
252 of the l2Oth meridian at a point in latitude
57o2&40"~, should be the boundary, a statute
was passed at the ýlast session by the legisia-
ture of Alberta confirming that boundary as
so estgiblished, and a statute in similar termis
was passed by the legislature of British
Columbia approving of the~ boundary as so
determined. Bowever, in order that this may
be the boun-dary under the provisions of the
British North America Act, 1871, it must
be confirmed by the perliament of Canada.
This bih is introduced for that purpose.

Motion agreed to and bull read the first
time.

INDUJSTRIAL PROPERTY

BILL RESPECTING UNFAIR COMPETITION IN TRADE
AND COMMERCE

Bon. C. H. CAHAN (Secretary of State)

moved for leave to introduce Bill No. 5
respe.cting unfair competition in trade and
commerce.

Some lion. MEMBERS: Explain.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: We would like
to know what is meant by unfair competition.

Mr. SPEAKER: Probably the minister will
explain when hie moves the first reading of
the bill.

Somne hion. MEMBERS: Explain.

Mr. CABAN: Mr. Speaker, an international
convention for the protection of industrial
property was signed at Paris on March 20,
1883, and this convention constituted an inter-
national union for the protecntion of industrial
property. This convention was subsequenitly
revised at Brussels on December 14, 1900, and
again et Washington on June 2, 1911. On
Septem.ber 1, 1923, Canada adhered to the
oonvention which had been so revised, and
thereby became a member of the union for
the protection of industrial property. A fourth
assembly was held at The Hague on Noveen-
ber 6, 1925, at which the government of
Canada was represented by Mr. Frederick
Herbert Palmer, M.C., a Canadian govern-
ment trade commissioner who was duly
authorized in that he-half. This aasembly
again proposed certain important amendîments
to the convention which was then in force.

Siihsequently, by order in council passed
by the governmnent of my right hon. frîend,
P.C. 648, dated April 19, 1928, ratification of
The Hague convention of 1925 was author-
ized on behaîf of Canada, and the ratification
on behali of Canada was deposited at The
Bague on May 1, 1928, fromn which date The
Hague convention became bînding upon Can-
ada.

It appeared to me that The Hague conven-
tion of 1925 wag one of those conventions
ooniing within the resolution adopted by the
House of Commons on June 21, 1926, to the
effeot that before Bis Mal esty's Canadien
minîsters should advise ratification of any
treaty, convention or agreement affecting
