I tbink
the minister will find that it will be very easy
Vo arrive at an agreement whicb will meet the
government's wisbes and give tbemn tbe neces-
sary funds witb wbich Vo carry on.

May I ask the Prime Minister what liaison
is being maintained between the Canadian
government and the fighting Frencb organiza-
tion in London under General de Gaulle?

The answer is tbat contacet is maintained
witb t>e flghting French tbrough the delegate
in Ottawa of the French national committee,
Major Gabriel Bonneau, whose appointment
in this capacity, in suc.cession Vo Colonel Pier-
rene, was announceed by the Department of
External Affairs last week. Major-General
G. P. Vanier, Minister Designate Vo the alhied
govoroments in the United Kingdom, b as ýbeen
appointed Vo act in consultation with thie
Frencb national committee on matters relating
to the conduct of the war.

CONTINUATION 0F DEBATE ON ADDRESS IN REPLY

ruary 5, consîderation of the motion of Mr.
W. E. Harris (Grey-Bruce) for an address Vo
His Excelleney the Governor Generai in reply
Vo bhis speech ýat the opening of the session,
and the amendment thereto, of Mr. Graydon,
and the amendment Vo the amendment of
Mr. Coldwell.

Mr. W. A. TUCKER (Rostbern): Mr.
Speaker, my first words this afternoon I
sbould hike Vto be those of joy at the safe
return from the epic conference at Casablanca
of the President of tbe United States and the
Prime Minister of Great Britain. I am sure
it is the bope of ail of us that both may be
spared Vo continue to give Voa their respective
countries that courageous andi far-sighted
leadership wbicb they have given up until

now, and that they will be spared to see their
countries through to the victory which I hope
is nlot too far in the future.

My next word I sheuld like to be one of
satisfaction and pleasure at the continued
good -health of our own leader, the Prime
Minister (Mr. Mackenzie King). I have
noticed that t'hroughout the country, for one
reason or another, 'there is nlot the saine
tendeýncy to bold up hîs leadership to the
approbation of our people that ail are
disposed to give to the leadership of the
President of the United States and the Prime
Minister of Great Britýain. Our Prime Min-
ister is the leader of oiir nation at war.
Whetýher or nlot the decision was right that
Canada should go into this war, that issue
was finally decided when this country declared
war on the German reiuh on Septemubei 10,
1939. H1e is 110w the leader of the whole
Canadian people, and there should. be no0
further argument because the only way in
which this country -can survive is by victory
of our cause. That bas been recognized by
suc'h leaders as Herbert Hoover in the United
States, wbo stated plainly, just recently, that
no matter what one might have thought
before Japýan attacked Pearl Harbor, that ques-
tion is now at an end; the United States is
in the war; the only way to get out of it
safely is Vo win it, and ail the people, witbout
reservation, sbould get behýind their coin-
mander-in-ebhief. Those words should be
taken to beart, by everybody in Canada;
because, no matter what our beliefs as to
wbat should be tbe future set-up ini Canada,
no matter wbat race or religious creed we
happen to belonig Vo, it would be very bad
for ail of us if we did not win this war, and
it is only by unity that we can hope to
make the maximum contribution Vo victory.
For this reason I am bappy and, pleased that
the right hon, gentleman who now leads the
government is at the head of the country at
this time.

Lonking over the situation at the outbreak
of the war, witb the problems wbich obviously
would confront us as a people, anyone, to
whatever party bie might bclong, could noV
but see that tbe unity of tbis country was Vo
be tested as it had neyer been before. I
believe I can say that Canada is more united
to-day from coast Vo coast than she bas been
at any otber time since the war began. Many
tbought that this stage of our effort would
find Canada at war witbin herseif because of
issues wbich were bound Vo arise. Tbat bas
noV happened. I believe that everybody,
regard-less of party, should, if hie is bonest,
give the credit Vo our Prime Minister for bis
able and, fearless leadership which bas achieved
this. Without tbis un.ity obviously we could
