Mr. Chevrier: Will the minister explain 
what this grant is for?

Mr. Fleming (Eglinion): Mr. Chairman, 
there is to be held in London in June a special 
meeting to mark the 10th anniversary of 
the inception of the North Atlantic Treaty 
Organization and by arrangement made at the 
last meeting of the representatives of the 
various NATO parliamentary associations in 
Paris several months ago a decision was taken 
to hold this special gathering under NATO 
parliamentary association auspices in London 
this spring. Each country is selecting dele­
gates. Indeed there is to be quite extended 
participation by the other members of the 
alliance. In our case the item proposes to ap­
propriate $20,000 to pay Canada’s share of 
the contribution toward the expenses of the 
conference and also to provide for the ex­
penses of a delegation composed of members 
of this house and members of the other place 
to represent Canada at the conference.

Mr. Chevrier: How many delegates will 
be going from Canada? While I am on my 
feet I wish to ask another question. Does 
the government make provision for represen­
tation of the other parties on such a delega­
tion? In this case what is the representation 
and how is it divided in that respect?
