Hon. Gérard Pelletier (Secretary of State):
Mr. Speaker, I have inquired from the Com­
pany of Young Canadians concerning the alle­
gation that three members of the Company, 
who were participating in a project at 
Joliette, had been arrested in connection with 
the demonstrations that took place the other 
night.

The Company of Young Canadians head­
quarters here in Ottawa informed me as fol­
lows: of the three persons arrested and desig­
nated as volunteers of the Company in the 
newspapers, none of them have ever been 
members of the said Company or are mem­
bers of it at the present time.

As regards the weapons found in a building 
in Joliette, I am informed that the Company 
of Young Canadians has an office in the said 
building and the remaining space is occupied 
by a union federation. The weapons were 
found under a staircase which in any case is 
outside the building, and not nearer the office 
of the Company of Young Canadians than 
that of the trade-union and in a place accessi­
ble to any passer-by.

Such is the information given me by the 
Company on the Joliette case.
