The present
Government alone were to blame ior the
destruction ot the direct tea trade.

* Hon. Mr. PENNY said &8 the honorable
Senator aamitted that the policy was
initiated by the late Government he would
say no more on that subject. With respect
to the tea trade the ten per cent, duty only
lasted eighteen months, and great difficulty
had been experienced in getting the British
Government o assent to it, so that no great
advantage could have resuited from 1t 1n
the direction of establishing trade with
Chiba. B

INSPEOTION OF PETROLEUM.

The bill to provide for the inmspection of
petroleum was read a third time and passed.

THE NORTHERN RAILWAY.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT moved second reading of
bill respecting the claim of the Dominion on
the Northern Railway Company.

Hon. Mr. CAMPBELL said this was an un-
fair measure. Admitting that the money
had been misappropriated, he asked was 1t
tair to compel the stockholders to refund it
when the bondholders were alone respon-
sible for the spending of 1t. Nothing could
be more unjust, and 1t was only
because the Government were exasperated
at the manner in which the money had been
spent that they insisted upon the passage
of this bill as a condition upon which they
would allow the affairs of the company to go
through Parliament.

Hon, Mr. SCOTT said the Northern Rail-
way Company had been very leniently dealt
with by the Government of this country, and
this bill was, after all, & compromise, out of
which they were getting & very large advan-
tage.

Hon. Mr, CAMPBELL saigd what he com-
plamned of was that the GOvernment were
exacting this money from the shareholders,
who were not responsible for the miscon-
duct of the person appointed by the bond-
holders.

The motion was carried, and the bill was
read & third time and passed.

TAE WEIGHT3 AND MEASURES A(T.

Hon, Mr. SCOTT moved the second read-
g of the bill to amend the Act respecting
weights and measures.

Hon, Mr. €AMPBELL sa1d the House had
just cause of complamt that such an 1mpor-
tant matter should be left to the last day of
the session, when many members who
would like to have taken part in the debate,
and who could have made useful sugges-
tions, were absent. The object of the
weights and measures act was a good one,
and he thought 1t was unwise to depart from
1t as the Government proposed to do by this
bill.

Hon., Mr. SCOTT said the bill had been
introduced some time ago in the Commons,
and had been delayed from one cause or an-
other there. In consequence of the difficulty
in enforcing the weights and measures act
1n some parts of the country, it was thought
best to leave 1t optional with parties to
make contracts for any particular kind of
measure, and that the standard measures
should be used when others were not special-
ly named. 1t was one of those laws which,
m all countries in had been found extreme-
ly difficult to entorca. H2 hoped the time
was not far distant when the weights and
measures of the country would be uniform
1n all the provinces.

The bill was read a second and third
time and passed.

THIRD READINGS.

The amendments to the bill to amend the
Quebec Harbor and Pilotags Act ot 1873,
were concurred in, and the bill was read a
third time and passed.
