CHAPTER XI.

OF ARFILIATED COLILTGES.

1. Any educational institution having such staff of instruzt.
ing officers, and providing for such course of tuition thereat,
sufficient in the opinion of the Corporation to enable it +o
carry its students up to the examination at the end of the first,
second or third Jears, for a Bachelor's degree, may be admitted
as an Affiliated College in connection with the University, of
the first, second or third class, depending on the extent of the
affiliation.

2e Any Schoeol of Theology in this Province having s staff of
instructing officers such as by Corporation may be deemed
sufficient, anad desiring to obtain for its stndents the advantege,
in whole or in part, of the courseg of stndy in Arts of the Uni-
versity, may be admitted a&s an Affiliated Theological College, con-
nected with the Universits, under such conditions as Corporation
may prescribhe,
