In connection with the proposal $o establish a Department of #ilitary
Instruetion at MeGill University the following points are submitted for
consideration.

1. The logieal place for the Department would be in the Faculty of
Arts.

2« The bulk of the students following its courses would of necess ity
be drewn from this Faeulty.

3. To ensure the success of sach =2 Department it would be absolutely

necessary that its courses bde recognized ss optionsl courses
leading to & degree.

Under the present arrangement of optional courses in the Faculty
of Arts conditions are as follows:

First Year -~ There is no plaee in this year for an optional
course. The same condition exists at Toronto,hence
their military course begins in the seecond yesar.

Seeond Year - Two compulsory subjects snd three optionsls
must be taken. The military course could be pleced
in Group I of the optional subjects.

Third and Foubkth Years - Although 211 of the courses in
these years sre cptional, the choiee 1is restricted
by grouping of subjeets in order to enmsure continuity
and co-ordination of the work taken by the student.
Praetieslly he has unrestricted mfxmm choice of one
subject each year and im would not be difficult to
arrange the military course as an option.

In 211 Uaiversities where credit is given for Military Courses,
it is the "scademie" part of the womk thét recognized, no credit
is given for the practical training.

A minimum of 3 hours per week of lectures snd class-work

throughout the session would probably be recognized as & heds ¢
course. p 3

4. Practiesl work could be arranged es sn slternative to the physie=l
training reguired of the men in the second year.
