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matter, is to bind with a liair and tlien with a chnin. The foarfnl cer-

tainty with which it holils its victims warns us to heed tho divine com-
mantis: " LodIc not upon the wine when it is red." "Be not nmong
win<<-bibbcrs." "At last it bitetli likt3 a serpent and stingulh l.ku au
adder."' Therefore

:

Resolved, 1. That this Synod most emphatically condemns the use of

all nloolmlic stimulants, in nil their forms, ns a bevera^^e, incUulint; tha
use of cider and wine in which is "i^ Iiol, Hud mnlt liquors in any form,
as being prolific sources of intemperance, and reco^'nizes total abstinence
as the only safe and scriptural jjround.

A'eso/vedt 2. Wo condemn wlintcver ostensibly aids or encnurnges tho
manufactuie or sale of alcoholic thinks. Amcmg these the gi owing of

hops for !nnlt liqnors, and griipes for fermented wine.

A'fso/Viu/, 3. That wo regurd proliibltion by the State as llie true and
effectual menus of rencliing this great evil—tlie riwlii. to do so based
alike on duty to it-s sofi^'esoivntinn iind the law of Ood.

Kes(>li<ei/, 4. That as aCliurch wh nro ca'leil upon in all our members
and stiitiona, to ixeniplify and actively encourage wLatevtr promotes tho
grace of tempciauce.

NATIONAL REFORM.

Nothing, perhnps, has done more to awaKen nt'ention, thnn the Jesu-

iticnl nnd Communistic movements in various cities of the nnticn. .Jesu-

itry, on t!u) one limil is putting forth snbtlo and secret efforts t' obtiin
control of the pub'io schools nnd educate the rising g'-neration into the
superstition and d'jspotism of Romo; wliile Communism is by both secret

nnd open attempts aiming to gain control of the schools, and educate tho
youth into nthoism and anarchy ; nnd both these powers are seeking to

obtain control of political parties. The tln)Ughtfal statesman and patriot

is f reed to examine the wlio'e question in order to avoid the Scy la of

Jesnitiy on the one hand, and the Ciiarybdis of Commimi^^m on the other,

and intelligent men arecuning to the cnuclusiou that the only solution of

this problem is tliat furnished by tlie platform on which we stnnd.

Another encouraging feature of the times is the interest taken in this

question by oduott oual institutions. Teachers ami pupih, colleges, semi-
naries and liternry societies, are earnestly discussing the qui'stion, and
the press and the pulpit are becoming more and more interested iu the
subject.
