1n discussing the Niagara power ques-
tion The World referred to the extra-
ordinary activity of The Globe and
Mr. Robert Jaffray on behalf of the
‘Electrical Development Co. The Globe |
brought itself under suspicion when it
helped the great power syndicate to a
franchise which failed. to safeguard the
public interest in respect of rates. It
emphasized this suspicion when it en-
deavored to stampede the ‘Whitney gov-
ernment into confirming further con-
cessions which its president, Mr. Jaf-
fray, as a member of the Niagara Falls
commission had signed and which

park
Whitney had very properly

canceled.
Now, it is all very well for The

Globe to fume and rage, to charge The
World with disturbing the sacred prin-
ciple of the anonymity of the press,
but:

Why did Mr. Robert Jaffray a few
days before the last provincial elec~
tions sign his name to a document
which conferred on the Blectrical De-
velopment Company the right to gen-
erate an additional 125,000 horse-power?

Why did The Globe after the Whit-
ney government with unanimous pub-
lic approval had canceled this conces-
sion urge Premier Whitney to restore
it?

These are questions which The Glooe
might endeavor to answer instead of
jndulging in a lot of whining generali-
ties about the unfairness of linking up
Mr. Jaffray with the electric combine.
Mr. Jaffray’s conduct in signing away
Ontario’s final equity in Niagara Falls
power speaks more eloquently than The
Globe's affirmation of his disinterested-
ness. His action in demanding thru
The Globe that the canceled concession
be restored to the combine has more
force than The Globe's protestations of
his innocence.

It was no friend of the public that
attempted to confer on the Niagara
Development Company the privilege of
developing an additional 125,000 horse-
power before the company had shown
how it would treat the public with its
original privileges. It was no friend
of the public that advocated the restor-
ation of these privileges after, they had
been disallowed.- Yet on both of these
counts The Globe and its president are
individually and jointly gullty. Whose
interests were they serving in thus
clinching monopoly’s hold on Niagara
Falls? Not the public's, for neither
The Globe nor Mr. Jaffray can find a
corporal’'s guard of disinterested citi-
zens to say that the surrender of that
125,000 horse-power to the Electrical De-
velopment Company would not have
left the public at the complete mercy
of the syndicate,

These are stern facts which The Globe
neither meets nor attempts to meet.
It chooses rather to give vague and
guarded denials to the charge that the
capital which controls The Globe and
the capital which is shaping the elec~

Altho the British posMn&!*ter-g:enerall
has rot entered into the telephone ser- |
vice very exteusively, all that has been
dong shows the advantage accruing to
the general public from public owner-
ship. The postal department is prepar-
ed to establish a local gervice whe:ever
a bare sufficiency of subscribers camn
be secured. In consequence of this pol-
icy, many rural districts which the
National Company refused to se€ive, ex-
cept on impossible terms, have been
given telephone facilities, and large
extensions are now in progress. All
impartial observers agree that what
has kept back the popularizing of the
telephone in Britain has been the ex-|
cessive charges and poor service of the
National Telephone Company. But the
Canadian public are not informed that
the mere prospect of the opening of the
municipal services at once resulted in
a material lowering of the company’s|
rates, and in the granting of other con- |
cessions which, prior to the threat of!
competition, had been curtly refused,
Thus in,Hull the rate for private houses
was cut exactly in half, and the busi-
ness rate substantially lowered. There |
is no doubt the transfer to government |
hands will be immediately followed by
the multiplication of telephone facili-
tieg and the enactment of a rate bring-
ing them within reach of the classes
who have hitherto been shut out by
the excessive charges of the National
Telephone Company. Every Canadian
citizenn who has kept in touch with the
telephone situation here and the re-
peated refusals of the Bell Company {0
concede reasonable and proper public|
privileges must be- convinced that public
ownership is the only method of secur-
ing that cheap and universal service to
which the people are entitled,

MATRICULATION STANDARDS.
There appeared recently in the news
columns of a city newspaper the fol-
lowing announcement:

A good deal of uncertainty has
arisen as to the standard for passing
at the junior matriculation examina-
tion. For some years past candi-
dates were required to obtain thi:ty-
three per cent. on each paper. At
the examinations of this year can-
didates were required to obtain
thirty-three per cent, of the marks
assigned to a subject, so that it was
still possible for a student who had
obtained less than thirty-three per
cent. on a single paper to pass in
the subject to which that paper
belonged. For example, in the sub-
ject of mathematics, a candidate
securing twenty per cent, in alge-
bra, sixty-six per cent. in euclid,
and fifty-eight per cent. in arithme-
tic is entitled to pass standing., In
order to secure credit towards ma-
triculation students must pass -in
at least three subjects,

So, then, instead of a thirty-three per
cent. standard we have by the admis-
sion .of the university itself a twenty)
per cent. standard, and that, too, a mo- |
dification recently made Wwhen the|
whole trend of educational opinion is'j
in favor of higher standards.

“The proposed line wil] gerve . . . the
townsg of Beaverton.

“The Town of Orillia, with its su-
burbs, has a population of about 48000,
and its trade importance is shown by

|the fact that its customs returns ex

ceed those of Barrie, Midland, Owen
Sound and other towns of similar size.
The municipalityy has -vecently develop-
ed water power on the Severn River,
at some distance from Orillia,and is dis-
tributing electric energy to the manu-
facturers located here.”

“From Toronto to Orillia the railway
will pass thru two townships—Scott
and Georgina—which are at present
without railway facilities.” “From
Orillia to Sudbury, while the survey-
ors of the company have secured an
excellent location for the line, that
purtion of it from Orillia northerly will
be exceedingly expensive to construct.’”

Prohibitive Ruling of Amuthorities
: Makes it Unprofitable.

For renting his automobile without
first obtaining a vehicle license W. J.
Macklem of Macklem'l Delivery was ar-
raigned in the police court yesterday
afternoon. The defendant was willing
to take out a license if the magistrate
would not make any rulu}t in regard
to the rates he charged. 4

“The bylaw of the board: of police
commissioners,” said Inspector McClel-
lan of the police clerk’s department,
“gtates that no person can charge more
than $1 an hour for the hire of any
vehicle. Four dollars an hour has beea
Macklem's rate for his automobile,
which will only hold four people,”’

“There are four companies in the city
which rent automobiles,” said - M.
Macklem. “There is not much money
in it ‘at $3 an hour, but there is no
money at all in it at $2. The lowest
rate in the cities on the other side is
$2 an hour, but the cost of the machine
is a great deal less, while gasoline costs
about one-third of Canadian prices.”

Province Wants Those Branch Offices
— Conference as to Tax on
Stock Transfers.

———————

Montreal, Aug. 28.—(Special.)—Hon.
J. C. McCorkill, provincial treasurer,
was at the government offices to-day,
and had an interview with C. Ernest
Gault and Hartland B. McDougall with
regard to further difficulties that have
arisen in the operation of the tax on
stock transactions. The agreement
reached by the government and the

stock delegation provided . that trans-
fers from customer to broker for put-
poses of sale or purchase should not
be considered as a transfer for +he pur-
poses of the tax. Some of the lawyers
for the companies whose stock is t.ans-
ferred have advised these companies
that under the present tax law such
transfers are not legal, unless the tax
is paid. 4

The conference did not bring out any
solution of the difficulty, but it is ex-
pected that one will be found. The
difficulty arises over gcrip stock on.y,
as the transfers on the books of the
company are covered by the law as it
stands.

Hon, J. C. McCorkill, when asked whe-
ther there was any prospect of the re-
moval of the tax on commercial tra-
velers, replied that no such move was
contemplated,

“This tax,” he adde, ‘“does not ap=
ply to the representatives of any Cana-
dian firm, or of any firm from the out-
side with a branch established in/|
Canada. We are not taxing our ownl
people, We do tax, however, agents|
lestablished in other provinces who
come here to take orders for firms in
other countries. The effect will be to
cause the establishment of branch offi-
ces of outside firms in the provinge.”

A commission merchant stated to-day
that within the last two weeks he had
been offered the business in this pro-
vinee of two firms.
