PATRONS' GRAND ASSOGIATION.

President Mallory Delivers His Annual
Address at Temperance Hall- Mis.
Views on the Tariff. !

The opening session of the Grand
Association of the Patyons of Industry
held in Temperance Hall last evening,
was devoted to the routine work of
organization. Grand President Mal-
lory’s address was read, revised and
adopted.

This address, which thus becomes a
sort of pronunciamento .of the whole
assoelation, in its opening paragraphs
speaks of the rapid growth of the orga-
nization since its inauguration six years
ago; speaks of the earnest desire ot
the Order to continue a connection with
a “splendidly isolated”” Empire; touches|t
on the world wide depression of recent
times, and proceeds to demand that
rigid economy shall be practised in all
branches of the public service, to the
end that the increase of the country’s
debt may be stayed.

The abolition of the Senate is de-
manded and the further bonusing of
railways in a country with 16,000 miles
of track already subsidized to the ex-
tent of $204,000,000 is condemned.

It is demanded that municipal offi-
cers shall prepare the voters’ lists for
all. purposes, including Provincial and
Dominion elections,

The gerrymandering of constituencies
is advised against, and it is urged that
when readjustments take place the
county boundaries shall be observed.

With regard to the tariff question,
the address says: “Qur tariff planks
conform as nearly as our cond.tions
will permit with those of the Mother-
land, whose prosperity and glory we
desire to emulate. We desire reciprocal
trade with all the world, but will con-
sent to no tariff barriers against the
Motherland as a price for temporary
gain. We are convinced that the sim-
plest and most effectual means of pro-
tecting labor and its results from com-
binations and monopolies which op-
press our people, is to throw down the
walls of protection, and invite compe-
tition from other lands. * * * Taxes
should be collected for revenue only.”

““We are willing that our manufactur-
ers shall have their raw material free,
and in return demand that no custom
wall shall enhance the price of neces-
saries to the masses of our Jland.
Great Britain gives free entry to all
our exports, and in return, as loyal
subjects, we desire, as far as our re-
venue will permit, to receive her ex-
ports duty free, though she may never
consent to tax her poor to add value
to the products of her children’s toil
abroad.” Y

Regarding the immediate' future of
the body.the address says: “And now
the supreme effort of Patronism is up-
on us.. This will be a contest of might
with right, a contest for our homes, a
contest between pampered corporations
and their fpress. a contest between
bigoted partisanship with wealth and
prestige dnd the long-suffering masses
without wealth or prestige, goaded to
desperation, but confldent in the jus-
tice of their cause. God is on the side
of right. Our cause is just, and with
prudence and energy we must prevail,
