Yesterday afternoon County Con-

stable Burns arrested John Blain at

his residence, east of York Mills, and
brought him to No. 1 Police Station.
The .information was laid by Alfred
B. Owen, the Toronto agent for the
Barnardo Home, and the charge is that

he assaulted and did actual bodily

harm to Charles Bradbury.
Bail was applied for and refused.

.A BLOOD-STAINED RAZOR.

At 9 o'clock yesterday morning
County Constable John Smith of York
Mills, while turning over the ashes
and debris in the box-stall where the
charred body of Charles Bradbury was
found on Tuesday murning, discovered
the remains of a razor. It was a
blade without a handle, but with the
rivet, and on the blade were stains
hich had the appearance of blood.
The razor was found about 18 inches
from where the body was discovered.
Among other things found in turning
over the ashes were a brace buckle
Constable
Smith handed over the razor to County
Constable Burns.

At -the inquest on Wednesday John
Blain was asked by County Crown
Attorney Dewart when he had last
seen the razor, and replied he had not
seen it since Sunday.

DISCOVERED BY THE WORLD.

The fact that the razor was missing
from the case was discovered by Mr.
Ball, a World reporter, who pointed
out the circumstance to County Con-
stable Burns on Wednesday. On the
floor of the living rcom of the resi-

IS IT A CASE OF SUICIDE ?

If the boy’s throat was cut in the
living room there should unquestion-
ably be traces of Hloood between that
place and the box-stall, a distance of
about 200 feet. ' It seems most improb-
able that the tragedy was enacted in
the house.

Is it a case of suicide, or what is it ?

The cow barn was full of chaff,
which had been drawn in on Friday,
Saturday and Monday. The fire start-
ed there and burnt freely. The body
was found 100 feet away, and the first
person to arrive found the door of the
stable fastened on the Inside.

How is the fire in the bedroom to be
accounted for ? When John Blain
went into the room he said he found
smoke there, and the quilts, sheetsand
mattrass on fire smouldering. Very
little damage was done,, Less than a
square foot was burnt or singed.

If the boy fired the bedding as well
as the barn, why had the fire in the
housemade so0 little progress? It must
have Deén lighted more than 30 min-
utes previously, and unless the fire
was smothered by the quilt and blank-
ets it ought to have burst out into a
flame even though as was stated by
the witness, theé door was shut.

A DIRECT SLAP AT CANADA

Even the Industrious Hen is to Have

Her Product Shut Out

In Order to Give the Yankee Hen a Right
to Do All the Cackling om Her Side of
the Line-Barley Growers in Canada
Also Barred-What Dees the Canadian
Farmer Think of This ?—Not an En-
lightened Game for Clvilized Neighbors
to Play at. =

New York, Feb, -4.—A Washington
special to The Herald says: The Re-
publican leaders purpose to fuilfil their
campaign pledges to the farmers of the
country by a general increase in the
tariff rates on all -agricultural pro-
ducts. While the Republican memupers
of the Ways and Means Committee
have not yet formally drafted the
agricultural bill they have practically
agreéd upon most of their items.

With the exception of cattle, nearly
every farm product in the schedule
will be returned to practically the Me-
Kinley rates. The duty on cattle,
which is 20 per cent. ad valorem, un-
der the present law, and which was $10
per head on cattle more than 1 year
old and $2 per head on cattle 1 year
old or under in the McKinley Act, will
be somewhat less than that under the
new ,McKinley act, but will be high
enough to keep out most of the Mexi-
can cattle, which, under the present
law, are brought into the United States
to be fattened in Kansas and neigh-
boring States, before being sent to
market. While the cattle raisers of
Texas are to be given only a part of
the protection they enjoyed under the
McKinley law, the growers of barley,
hay, hops, beans and other products
with which similar products in Canada
come into competition are to have a
return to the old McKinlay rates on
most articles.

The hens along the border are also
to have a return to the McKinley pro-
tection of 5 cents per dozen on the
eggs laid by the hens of Canada. But-
ter and cheese makers of New York
are also to have the duties on those
4c per pound
to 6c, and the raisers of vegetables
competition comes
