UNCLE SAM’S DEFENDEL.

New Yacht a Little Larger Than the
Champion of 1898~Their
Dimensions,

New York, April 10.—Thé work done last
week on the new America’'s Cup defender
has been necessarily slow, though a new
feature has developed in plating the under-
body.

Though the close season required by the
English Jockey Club expired three weeks
ago, the racing season does not really be-
gin, In the estimation of the most ar'sto
cratic followers of the turf across the
water, until the opening meeting of the
Jockey Club at Newmarket to-morrow.

Biennlals always
appear on the programs of the meetings
directly under Jockey Club control. Their
conditions are that the entries are eligible
to run for them two years In succession,
but it is a remarkable fact that the same
hourse seldon wins both contests.

Several prominent Derby candidates will
face the flag In to-morrow's big race, but
1111 1ast year no winner of it had ever prov-
ed successful in the more Important event,
though several who finished second have
done so. Last year Jeddah won it with
quite a lot in hand, but so little was
thought of his merits that he was allowed
to start at 100 to 1 for the Derby, which
he won with consummate ease.
