Chicago Inter Ocean: The general pas­
senger agents of the Western roads are 
having a hard time trying to Induce the 
Canadian Pacific to join their Immigrant 
traffic pool and agreement noC^o'pay eom- 
mlselons. A remarkable demand was made 
on the western roods yesterday by the 
Canadian Pacific. In order to compete 
with it fbr paseenger. traffic-to the Hoot- 
entiÿ region, they paid commissions , of 46 
on■ each ' ticket; Tbç Canadian Paojflç de­
clared that It was entitled to a monopoly 
qf Kootenay traffic, an* wanted the west­
ern. roeds'to Join in paying to. it the total 
amount It had paid in commissions ->f $ti 
per ticket on all that traffic during the 
post year.

‘ That is the most preposterous proposi­
tion ever presented by a railroad, and 
eclipse# all former efforts of the Canadian 
Pacific, great as they were In that Une," 
said the general passenger agent of one of 
lhe big roads. “The policy of the Cana­
dian Pacific always has been to.- force lie 
competitors to give it all the pie, while 
they kept the tm plate. We have offered 
to give it more than it le entitled :o, but 
it cannot have all. It claims that some 
of the railroads in this country have been 
boycotting it, and it aske for assurances 
that human beings cannot give that it will 
never be boycotted again, provided it signs 
the agreement not to pay commissions on 
passenger business. A boycott is the last 
method adopted by a railroad to punish a 
competitor. For tbe policy which the 
dlan'Pacific has always adop 
line# of this country it should have been 
boycotted by all of them, and laws secur­
ed which would prevent it from participat­
ing in traffic originating In and destined 
to points in this country."
