New York, April 5.—Bradstreet’ss to-mor-
row will say % Speculative activity, seek-
ing expression in the markets for securl-
ties, cereals, raw cotton and bome 30g
products, has rather tended to obseure in-
terest in general distributive trade, which
ﬂns. however, been temporarily disturbed,
in retail lines at least, by widespread un-
favorable weather conditions. While thé
general tendency of this speculation has
been bullish, the marked exception was
that furnished Dby bearish movements in
wheat and corn, which have jowered the
level of these products for the time being.
The general consensus {s that retail Eastér
trade has been to some extent curtailed by
rains in the cities and by Dad roads in the
country districts, but as above noted,
these are really only temporary phases, and
the general outlook, alike as to crops and
as to spring trade as a whole, is {n a high
dégree encouraging.

The World’'s Wheat Supply.

The world's stock of wheat decreased
about twice as much in Macch as in
February, but the net decline was only
3,420,000 bushels, because of a dJecline
of 5,580,000 was nearly met by a gain of
4.-700,000 bushels in Europe and the larger
part of the net reduction was contributed
by Australian stocks, which fell off 2,700,
000 bushels. Tte total world's stock, as
reported by telegraph and cable to Brad-
street’s, was 175,076,000 bushels on April 1,
against 178,406,000 bushels on - March 13
175,685,000 bushels on April 1 a year ago,
and 134,703,000 bushelg on April 1, 1899,
European stocks last Saturday were the
largest since Dec. 1, 1896. American stocks
are 5.000,000 bushels smaller than a year
ago, but 26,000,000 larger than April 1809.

The Failures.

Failures for the first quarter of 1901 num-
ber 3017 with liabilities of $31,048,840, aud
assets of $14,040,234. They were 12 per
cent, more numerons than a year ago and
8.5 per centy larger than in 1899, but were
14 per cent. less than in 1898; were 25 per
cent. fewer than in 1897, and one-third less
than in 1806. Ldabilities were, however,
the smallest reported in 14 years past, 18
per cent. less than a year aga, one-half of
1 per cent. less than in 1899, and about
one-half ‘of those of 1896.

Shipments for the Week.

Wheat, including flour shipments, for the
woeek, aggregated 4,608,603 bushels, ggainst
#.494 635 bushelg last week, 3,836,963 bush-
el$'in the corresponding week of 1000, 38,-
£24.800 bushels in 1899 and 3,778,726 bush-
6lg in 1898, Corn exports for the week ag-
gregated 2,990,541 bushels, against 3,582,043
bushels last week, 4,361,501 bushels in this
week a year ago, 3,734,604 bushels in 1809
and 3,557,000 bushels in 1898.°

What Dun‘'s Reviewer Says.

Dun’s Review to-morrow will say: While
the general business world has iooked with
amazement at -the performance of the
stock market, trade has maintained its
éven course, and there are many more
points of gain than of loss, with even a
flightly steadier stone in the dry goods
market. No sign of lessening demand is
perceptible in any branch of the iron and
gteel dndustry. i
‘ Shipments of hoots and shoes from Bos-
ton are steadily increasing, the last week's
movement reaching 04,453 cases, against
92,975 in the previews weck, and 80,034 a
year ago.

After decling within .a sixteenth of 4e,
it was not surprising to see cotton recopver
half a cent. The oversold condition of the
speculative market was chiefly responsible,
and southern despatches gave support by
statements of unfavorable planting condi-
tions.

Commercial failures in the first quarter
of 1001 were 3335 in number, and £31,703,-
486 in amoumt of defaulted liabilities, of
which 710 were in manufactures, for $12,-
504,222, and 2468 in trading, for §1 4,552~
906 with 157 others, not properly included
in other clasges, that owed $4,646,358.
Banking defaults numbered 21, with lia-
bilities of $3,441,380. While éxceeding the
same three months of last year in oamber
of failures, they were much smaller in
amonnt, commercial and financial insolv-
encies together showing a decrease of $21,-
532.180. Only two years of the last 20
made a better showing, either in aggre-
gate or average indebtedness to each fail-
ure, while the proportion of $26,74 to each
firm in business and $1.09 to each $1000 of
solvent payments thru clearing houseg are
recorded, that were gurpassed but once in
two decades. For the month of March the
total liabilitiey were much smallar than in
the corresponding month of any year since
