THE COAL TAX DEBATE.

Commons Was Filled in Anticipa~
tion of the Discussion.

The full House and gallery had to wait
until nearly 6 o'clock for the beginning
of the coal tax debate. Sir Willlam Ver-
pon Harcourt (Liberal) led with a severe,
almost violent arraignment of the Govern-
ment. He sald. the tax would throw the
coal trade into chaos and confusion. It
‘recklessly disregarded existing contracts
and was a most unbusinessiike way of
dealing with a great trade. It was an
extraordinary and vexatious piece of bung-
Iing, It was nonsense to say the foreigner
wotld pay the tax, because he could not
do without coal. But the Government~of
Italy had answered by taking coal from
America, instead of this country. The
trade of France was equally divided be-

tween this country, Germany and Bel-
glum. ¢

The Chancellor of the Exchequer,
Michael HicksBeach, Interrupting,
“We are beating the others.”

“Then go on heating them,’”” satd "Sir
William Vernon Harcourt; ‘‘why throw &
shilling into the scale against this coun-
try?’ Sir Willlam contended that it was
class legislation and that the tax would
ultimately come out of the miners’ wages.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer admit-
ted that the tax, like every tax, was an
obstruction on trade. The real question
was, couid the export trade in. coal bear
the tax? It could. English coal was of
so good a quality, there was much of 1It,
and it could not be got ia any other coun-
try; thus, to a large extent, it was free
from competition.

fmmense Profit to Coal Owners.
The Chancellor submitted masses of sta-

tistics, which he summarized as snowing
225,000,000 tons were mined in 1800, on
which, after deducting ms,wo,_(m in wages
more than in 1897, left the coal owners a
net profit of £29,000,000 en & capital of
£110,000,000. He had some difficulty In
keeping his patience when deputations talk-
ed to him about the unprofitable condition
of trade. He had proposed the tax for
merely one year, and it would be on those
who were able to bear It.
As to U, S. Competition.

As to the competition of the Unit
States, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach sald: “Last
year the price of our coal at the port of
export rose very much higher t\nan the
price of coal in the United States, but In
spite of that our export of coal was 35,-
000,000 tons, or 3,600,000 tons more than
the previous year. The United States ex-
port a little over 6,000,000 tons. 1f the
United States could not compete when the
price of our coal was very high, it would
be ahsolutely impossible for them to com-
pete whan the price of our coal was low."”

Mr. John Redmond, the Nationalist lead-
er, said the coal tax did not affect Ireland,
and in that respect it was the beginning of
a new era. On general principles, however,
he urged Irish members to do everythiug
possible in their efforts to defeat the
budget. :

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Mr. A. P. ‘Choate, a Toronto News-
paper Man, Acquires an Im-

mense Fortune

FROM REPORTER TO FINANCIER.

Brief But Eminently Successful

Carer of a Young Man,Who
Has Now Retired.

After acquiring a fortune of $300,000 or
more in a very few years, Mr. A. P,
Choate, a well-known newspaper man In
Torfonto financial circles, has decided to
take a rest. Mr. Choate has successfully
followed the stock market and has, by in-
telligent methods, become the possessor
of more than sufficient. of this world's
goods to enable him to take a long rest.

Arthur P. Choate was born in Peterboro,
and is apparently about 38 years of age.
Mr. W. F. 'Maclean, M.P., brought him to
The Toronto World staff, about 11 years
ago. From The World, while yet a young
man, he went to I'he Empire. and eventu-
ally became commercial editor eof The
Mail and Empire, which position he occu-
pfed until yesterday. It is his intention
now to go abroad for a year or two.

It is understood by his friends that Mr.
Choate has cleared up at least $300,000 in
cash during the past few years. He has
made this fortune by following the Wall-
street market, largely on the bull side.
For the past three or four years Mr.
Choate has been considered one ot~ the
shrewdest speculators In Canada. He
came particularly into prominence among
local financial men when he made his first
big pile on Louisville & Nashville stock, |
which he started to buy up around 40, |
and which is now quoted at 108%. He 18
understood to have made about $80,000 out |
of that stock alone, and with that money
as capital he has consistently followed up |
the present bull movement which began |
Nov. 7 last year, the day after the elec-f

tion of President McKinley, and which |
now appears to be near ‘culmination.

The whole of Mr. Choate’s success Is ow-
ing to the concentration of all his energies
in the study of the legitimate and techni-
cal conditions of the market. For instance,
before investing in a railway stock he
would thoroly: investigate the financial
position of the road, the condition of the
roadbed, value of the rolling stock and
other data likely to affect the ultimate |
value of the issue. Then, again, he aiways
kept thoroly in touch with the conditions
of the money market on both sides of the
Atlantic. This, of course, is the most im-
portant of thre technical conditions in order
to know the market,and if a man is well in-
formed on the stock he is speculating in,
agd at the same time is able to size up
the turns In the money market before
hand, he is a pretty sure winner. Re-
cently, Mr. Choate made a lot of money
in Union Pacific, and his friends say he
cleaned up $20,000 profit in the last couple
of weeks.

Another secret of Choate’s success 18
that he apparently always knows when to
let go’’ and to get out of any stock that he
may be in quickly. As an instance ot this,
it may be cited that in the big.bull market |
of April, '99, he was heavily long of B. K. !

TORONTONIAN BELIEVED LOST
FOUND FIGHTING IN TRANSVAAL

Hugh A. Ryan, Youngest Son of John Ryan of Jarvis-Street,
Escapes From a Boer Prison, and Serves in
Prince of Wales’ Light Horse.

The Catholic Register prints the follow-
ing strange but true story of the adven-
tures in South Africa of two Torontonians:

Mr. Hugh A. Ryan, youngest son _ot
Mr. John Ryan of Jarvis-street, To-
ronto, and nephew of the late Hugh
Ryan, went out to the Cape some years
ago and enlisted in the Rhodesian Horse
prior to ‘the Matabele war, thru the
entire of which he served. His elder
brother, Roderick M. Ryan, went out to
the Cape in the ill-fated Drummond
Castle shortly before -the Jameson
raid, and was concerned in that unfor-
tunate episode. The two brothers were
together in Johannesburg while the
negotiations between President Kruger
amd the Imperial Government were
glowly but surely drifting towards war.
Hugh went up country, prospect!ng for
gold,and by the time he was on his way
back to Johannesbutg the lid was fairly
dancing on the war cauldron. Dis-
turbances had already occurred, and
many were making for Cape Town.
Roderick had already engaged hig pass-
age home on the Drummond Castle,
but waited till the last moment to see
his brother again before leaving. As
Hugh did not turn up, an effort was
ma«ge to catch the steamer at the last
moment. She was missed by an hour
or two. It may be mentioned that this
was the last voyage of the Drummond
Castle, for she went down like a stone
off the French coast. Roderick Ryan
came to England on the next steamer,
and a friend from Johanneshurg soon
after brought the news that Hugh had
been taken prisoner by the Boers return-
ing from his prospecting trip. The
family in Toronto made every possible
effort to find a trace of him. The Dutch
consul was applied; to, and enquiries
were addressed to the many friends in
the Transvaal who had been acquainted
with the boy. But It was as if he had
dropped out of Iifé.

Mr. John Ryan hadifeft Toronto, seek-
ing health in Califoraia and Mexico,
over a year ago,whin-adetter came from
the War Office, sa¥img that his missing
son, Hugh, had earned a medal for dis-
tinguished service in the Matabele war,
but that his then whereabouts could not
be diseovered. The family in Teoronto
could not enlighten the War ‘Office, snd
this incident did much to deepen the
impression that Hugh had been killed.
Last summer Mr. John Ryan went to
Europe, where he still is. He has never
relaxed his efforts to find some trace of
hls son.

But a few days ago Hugh A. Ryan
sneceeded. in  discovering himself. A

letter from him reached Toronto, and

has been forwarded to his father. - It
tells a strange story. In the early days
of the war, when matters in the Trans-
vaal were more or less confused, Hugh
made his escape from the Boer prison.

He wonders why several letters which
he addressed home were, never answer-
ed. The fact is they did not reach
their destination. This Is the first word
the family, who had been searching for
some trace of him all the time, have re-
celved.

The Prince of Wales' Light Horse is
now serving In the Orange River Col-
ony. A despatch last week told how a
party of them stood out against a Boer
force for an entire day, losing several
killed and a number wounded and
prisoners. Hugh Ryan, who is only 25
years of age, is truly one of the veter-
ans of the war. His letter told of his
health and good spirits. His Matabele
medal will be forwarded to him from
the War Office.

TWO0 ALDERMEN WERE DELINQUENT

And Ald. Lewis Got Wrathy Whon
the Mayor Made Remarks
About It.

Ottawa, May 2.—(Special.)-There was a
hot old time at the meeting to-night or
the civic Finance Committee. Ald. Stroud
and Lewis got Into an altercation with
the Mayor, and epithets were exchanged
which would not look well in print.

At a recent meeting of the City Council,
when the question of more prompt collec-
tion of city taxes was under discussion,
the two aldermen put in a plea for delay
on the ground that it would be hard on
the poor people to be forced to pay up |
promptly. At the Finance Committee
meeting to-night Ald. Lewis pitchod into
the Mayor for, as he said, having been
nosing into his tax account. Both he and
Ald. Stroud admitted they were in arrears
for the taxes of 1899 and 1900, saying they
intended to pay up on Monday, and de-
pouncing the Mayor for meddling in their
private concerns.

““These men,”’ sald the Mayor, hotly,
‘“‘have been allowed to run two years be-
hind, while small owners, whose property
was not in the name of their wives, were
squeezed for amounts of $10 to $15. . It ill
becomes them to stand wup and pretend t
champion the cause of the poor man, when
really they were defending themselves and
seeking to delay collection of thelr cwn
accounts.”

London, May 2.—It is admitted by Lib-
erals and Conservatives alike that a strike
will have no effect so far as a repeal of
the coal tax is concerned. The whole cdun-
try condemns the strike, which will tend
to disorganize all the industries; and, as
the people have little Sympathy with the
coal trade, which during the last 12
months has reaped huge profits at the ex-
pense of the community, the only effect.of
the strike is likely to be to draw the sup-
port of the country toward the Govern-
ment.

Charleson Accounts Raked Up Again——When Mr. (}lancy Inquired
About Rake-Off the Minister Warmed Up—Heads Will
Fall if Civil Servants Are Caught Taking Toll.

Ottawa, May 2.—(Special.)—The Opposl-
tion whip got after the Minister of Fublic
Works in the House to-night on the Yukon
telegraph line expenses. He quoted
amounts passed by the department, In
which the superintendent of tomstruction,
Mr. G. B. Charleson, charged up such
items to ‘‘expense,’’ as clothing, gloves,
porter tips and cab hire, ad lib. Mr. Tay-
lor quoted also the account of Mr. J. E.
Gobeil, who, he found, had been a tem-
porary clerk in the Public Works Depart-
ment at $2 per day, but whom Mr.
Charleson took to the Yukon, and advanc-
ed his salary to $2100.

Mr. Taylor wanted to know if, in addl-
tion to this large salary, it was right that
the couniry should pay for this young

| man’s clothes, for his hats at $6.50, his

gloves at $2 per pair, his Pullman state-
room and the expenses of packing and
moving his household furniture in Ottawa.
Mr. Taylor added: “The accounts of Mr.
Tache, who went up to the Yukon, are on
the same extravagant scaie. He not only
charges his clothing, but he goes into a
barber shop and gets his hair cut and a
shave, and charges it in his bill to the
Government. When we are paying men
large salaries, cannot they buy their own
clething and pay for their own shaving?
