As far as The World can gather no
details have been received by the colo-
nial scholarships; but an equal treat-
ment being accorded to Canada that is
given to the States, we havé at least
ten provinces and territories, and two
for each wolld - mean twenty Canadi-
ans being sent to Oxford the first year,
forty the second and sixty the third
and every year thereafter, which would
be one-fifth of the United States dele*
gation.. This would requirg an endow.
ment of two millions for. Canadianps.
Probably the same thing would apply
for Australia and the same for South
Africa, and would make, in tne rough,
180 colonials enjoying Mr. Rhodes’
splendid provision for their educat.ion.

Other Scholarships.

There are also to be five German
scholarships of the same class, which
would be five the first year, ten the
second and fifteen the third and every
vear thereafter, which would be one-
fourth of the Canadian contingent.
Roughly speaking, then, as we size up
the will, there would be 300 Amerijcans,

- 180 to 200 colomials and 15 Germans,
or in round figures, about.500 young
men added to the university population
of Oxford coming from America, Afri-
ca and Australia.

Of course, the foregoing is all more
or less surmise until fuller deails are
received. “

be at the disposal of Canadians, there
«vill be keen' competition for - them,
_and the youth of the country will

President Loudon of Toronto Univer-
sity says that in his opinion the for-
eign scholarships of the will have lit-
the effect on Canadian students. He
* thinks that the winners of the schol-
arships will have a delightful time s0-
cially in Eangland, but that the educa-
tional advantages will be practically
nothing. He hopes that the effect of
these scholarships will be tgw’ake up
Oxford and Cambridge to the fact that
they are behind the times, and that re-
search 1s what is being taught to-day.
Canadian_ graduates attended Ameri-
can and German aniversities because
of their excellent research courses,
and until Oxford and Cambridge estab-
lish such courses they cannot hope to
attract students from this country.

Provisions Heartily Welcome.

Chancellor Burwash of Victoria Uni.

: May Have Good Effect,

Rev. Dr. Macklem, Provost of Trin-
ify University, is enamored of the edu-
cational provisions of the document,
which he stated had only ferved to In-
crease his admiration for the man and
to exhibit him to the world as a great
and wonderfully far-seciag statesman.
The will was a faithful reflex.of one
of the greatest minds which the nine-
teenth century produced.

How widespread the effect of the will
would be upon Canadian educational
life, Chancellor Wallace of McMaster
i would depend to
some extent upon eartain details which
were not yet, ta hand. If all prarts of
Canada received the same treatment
in respect to the scholarships, {rrespec-
tive of creed or race, more Canadians
would doubtless go to Oxford and
other British universities than hereto-
fore. The obvious effect would be to
increase the breadth of view amonyg
Canadian students generally, and
Canadians would” realize more and
more that their sons might become in-
fluential in the great affairs of the Em-
pire. The emphasis in the will upon
the value of a sound body ani the
value attached to virility and high
moral excellence would do great good.

Thackeray in speaking of the death

of Swift used a fine exaggeration: in
thinking of his death, he wrote, one
thinks of an empire falling. The senti-
ment will be that of many when they
heard of the death of Mr. Rhodes. We
ar. all thinking of the fall of an em-
pire builder, and if an epitaph is
wanted it might be said of him as of
another builder : “Si monumentum re-
quiris’ circumspice.” If you seek a
monument look at the map. Even
{ when he was spending his Oxford va-
cation in South Africa, seeking both
health and scope for energy, the idea
.ot Imperial expansion possessed him.
There was no-:great novelty in his
| schemes nor great origimality in his
manner of developing them, but it is
probable that without him the Ger-
mans and Dutch between them would
. have put up an impassable barrier to
the growth of Cape €Colony to the
north. The keynote of his success
was imagination, and his career is one
which has anppealed -to fhe imagina-
tion of the people of all countries.
Beyond question he will be one of the
great men of history; his share in the
Jameson raid, his meddling with party
politics will'‘be forgotten and he will
"be remembered as the man whose per-
sonal inspiration did more than any
other man of his time to give the Brit-
ish government as well as people the
impulse of Imperial dreams. Thoughts
of empire were -the life of him; his
mind was alive with giant schemes,
and he was oneé of those rare charac-
ters who regarded money solely as a
means to greater things. His ignor-
ahce of details was astounding, afid
he made his money because he was
never a man of business. He has
.often enough been _ described as a
taciturn man, but' in later yvears at
Meast his enthusiasm gave him an in-
spiration of rough eloquence which
overcame all Hhostility, both in busi-
ness and in private. One of his Ox-
ford hosts who was asked what he
thought of Mr: Rhodes could only re-
peat : e is a poet, he is a poet. The
subject under discussion had Dbeen
Church Disestablishment, and Mr.
Rhodes had carried®-away even the
Oniel Common Room by the future he
had drawn of village life in England,
made fresh and clean by the depend-

B. A. Hawksley, who was counsel for
Mr. Rhodes, declares in an open let-
ter that the removal of Mr. Stead's
name was not in any way ‘due to dif-
ferences on the subject of the South
African war, but arcse from other
causes quite appreciated by Mr. Stead
and which did honor alike to both men,
“In the far back days,” writes Mr.
Hawksley, ‘“when Mr. Stead expound-
ed the common interests. of the Eng-
lish-speaking people, his acquaint-
anceship was sougit by Mr. Rhodes.
The acquaintanceship nripened into
close intimacy and continued to the
last.
