to take locations. It takes time for
the advantages of our country to be-
come known, but the good news is
spreading and the Northwest is get-
ting the population, which is all it
needs to make it great. Everything
elsc is there, provided by nature to
build up a great nation, and as we
build- up the tall chimneys will grow
down here, because as it is it is diffi-
cut for eastern manufacturers to sup~
ply western demands. 1t is, there-
fore, dmportant that ewvery effort be
made by the east to send men to help
us safely garner our cropy because
the eastern people are going to get
the money for it as scon as it is
sold.
