The way the city of
Philadelphia has been raided and rob-
bed by corporations, the way the great
coal mining companies have engineered
legislation in their own interests and
against the interests of the public in
that city and State is unparalleled; and
the consequence is that boodling is rife,
that there is little respect for law and
the rights of the people and that Quay-
ism, as it is called, is a synonym for
conspiracy against the public welfare.
The coal operators represent men who
have loaded up the coal railways and
coal companies with hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars of watered stock, on
which they expect the suffering public
to pay fat dividends and the miners to
take the lowest possible wages. Onme
would think that if there is anything,
next to fresh air and water, that the
people were entitled to, it would be that

they were entitled, at 2 reasonable |

price, to enough coal taken out of the
ground where God put it for the benefit
of man. On the contrary, the coal is
cornered by these great companies, its
production is limited, its weight {s man-
ipulated and the whole system of ship-
ment is so managed that no independent
source of supply can get sufficient cars
for transportation, and in a hundred
ways the monopolies hamper the trans-
fer of the fuel from the mines to the
consumer. In a word, the public
are tied up to these great mon-
opolistic corporations and to their
enormously watered companies and

gas Is of splendid quality and gives excel-
lent light and intense heat, but the dirfi-
culty is to secure sufficient pressure with
the quality, to keep the water out of the
well, and still maintain the qunatity, The
gas Is found under sands which, when

opened give a pressure of from 800 to {00 |83

pcunds per square inch, but this as a rule
is only temporary, and when the pressiare
gues down to 150 pounds the water rushes
in and fills the well.

Mr. Weller further stuted that if matters
are as represented the canal banks would
ineced some care and attention as they were
likely to be undermined.
