~ mhe 35th annual meeting of the
working Boys' Home was held yester-
day at the institution on Gould-street,
Prof. Goldwin Smith presiding.

The secretary’s report showed a suc-
cessful year in the work done by the
fnstitution for working boys. There
are 59 inmates at present. The re-
ceipts from the boys for the year were
§3454, while the subscriptions  that
were sent in were most liberal ones.

The ‘treastirer’s report showed 're-
ceipts of §7040, and the expenditures
were about the same. The debt on
the building has been reduced from
$10,000 to $8000. One thousand of this
was given by Prof. Goldwin Smith.

Speeches were made by Goldwin
8mith, J. K. Macdonald and R. S.
Baird. At the conclusion of the meet-
ing tea was served to all those who
attended the meeting.

Judges Reserve Decision on Six
Charges—Carscallen Seems Safe,

Napanee, Nov. 28.—The Lennox elec
tion petition against the return of P
G- Carscallen, Conservative M.L.A.,
came to a sudden ending this morning.
After several charges of bribery. had
been heard and the evidence relied on
by the Liberal counsel had petered out,
Mr. Watson briefly announced: ““That
closes the case, my Lords.”

Hence its antiguity—its cx;.cn'"gegconl
tinues to be invoived in considerable doubt
Some historians suppose 1t to have bieu
imported from the I’ersians during the
Consulship of the Roman vucuilus. Others
contend that the honor of introducing the
game into Europe from the KEast is as-
signed to the Kmperor Caligula, The most
reliable, at least the most plausible, ac-
count of the origin and antiquity of ‘he
game of billiards, is i1aken from certain
p:n'(-l}mvn: manuseripts, once the property
of Sir Reginald Moriimer, who was con-
temporary with Peter the Hermit, and who
ficured in the eleventh century, somewhere
about the year 1085. Sir .ginald was
smong the Knights Templars who returned
in satety from the first crusade to the Holy
Land, and afterwards joined the second
crusade, led by Richard Cocur de Lion.
It {s known that on the return of the
Templar Knizhts from Palestine the game,
now called billlards, was introduced by
them, and was at that time considered not
only an amusement, but a means of pre-
serving health, and to which the cloistered
monks of that period were permitted by
their superiors to have recourse. At this
time it was not considered among the
ecarnal amusem¢nts by the fountain heads
and only sources of the Christian faith.
Anterior to this, if known at all by the
Momens, as is generally -supposed, a
mnust have perished, together with many
other mnoble arts, on the overthrow of
their empire. Thougb cradled in the mon-
asterieg, having been introduced into Eu-
rope by the Knights Templars, the game
is supposed to have shared their fate, and
died out when the order was overthrown
by the cupidity of FEuropean monarchs.
We next hear of the game in ibe reign of
Loyls XI. of France, who preferfed this
innocent pastime to the bloody tourna-
ments that were then o popular with the
court.

It is said that the game, when intro,
duced into France, became very much im-
proved upon the original crude game im-
! ported from the East, and that during the
roign of ome of the Henrys an artisan of
Paris named Henri de Vigne was commis-
sioned by the King to desgn and manu-
facture a billiard table, with a bed of
stone, covered with c¢loth, having a hole
and hazard pocket in the centre, into
which the balls were driven; this table
was to be appropriated to the use of the
Dauphin, at that time a Junatic at the
I'nlace of Versailles.

The game was much patronized during
the reign of Henry IIl., at which time it
recelved its appellation of ‘‘the noble
game.”’
