Years, Narrates Experiences

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The urgent need for more medical 
missionaries in India was impressed 
upon a large audience at St. Andrew’s 
Hall on Wednesday evening, when Dr. 
Margaret McKellar, a returned medical 
missionary, gave a brief talk on her 
work during the last 30 years in India.

Dr McKellar, who is a London lady, 
said during her address last night that 
it was 38 years ago in St. Andrew’s 
Church that she decided to be a mis­
sionary. Dr McKellar is home on fur­
lough, and is renewing old friends and 
acquaintances. One of the most ap­
palling things she mentioned was that 
when she went to India 30 years ago 
there were two medical missionaries in 
her field, and when she and a fellow- 
worker left for home recently they left 
only two there, and many schools had i 
been built in 30 years. This she said 
showed the dire need for more medi-. 
cal missionaries. Most interesting were| 
the details the speaker gave of the un-I 
rest, chiefly political, in India at the 
present time. Dr. McKellar related an 
incident of a raid on the missionary 
settlement, on which occasion the 
missionaries. Christian workers - and 
students had to abandon the school and 
dispensary and seek refuge in the 
homes of Mohammedans until the mili­
tary authorities sent help. The cus­
toms which were in vogue four thous­
and years ago. the speaker said, were 
still the same today, and she narrated 
some of the heathen customs which 
will always remain in India until it is 
Christianized.

Rev. D. C. MacGregor introduced Dr. 
McKellar to the audience, calling at­
tention to the fact that it was a dis­
tinction to Presbyterians the world 
over as well as to Dr. McKellar her­
self to have been decorated by the 
King for her services during the war.
