BOSTON, April 19—<Fred L. Cameron
of Ambherst, Nova Scotia, and haif a
fel.ow-Canadian runners captured
most of the honors in the Boston Ath-
letic Association’s fourteenth Marathon
road race to-day over the 25 mtles of state
road from Ashland te this city. While no
records were broken, Cameron’'s time of
2 hours 28 minutes 52 3-6 seconds was the
third best time made in this event, It
was only 4minutes and 28 seconds behind
the .record made by Tom Longboat, the
pdndian, three years ago.
* With the exception of a mile or two
early in the race, the little Amherst run-
.ner mever saw the heels of a competitor,
and gained the honor of being the first
winner of a Boston Marathon run to set
the pace practically from start to finish.

That Clarence H. Demar, an - 18-year-
old runner of the Dorchester district of
Boston, was second was due to his stami-
fa in beating out James J, Corkery of
Toronto in the last three miles. John R.
Roe, another of Toronto’'s team, was
fourth, while R, £. McCormack of Toron-
to came in sixth, Chas. Cook of Hamilten,
Ont., was sixteenth, John C. Near of To-
ronto seventeenth, and Gordon W. Woife
of Dartmouth, N.S., nineteenth, giving
seven placed men in the team of twelve
Canadians who started.

The race to-day was the fourth that
hag been won by a Canadian runner.

J. Catfery of Hamilton, Ont.,, was the
victor in 1900 and 1901, while Tom Long-
boat, also of Hamlilton, established the
record of 2.24:24 for the course, .
. Fred Cameron's Marathon to-day was
his first 25-mile ‘race. He' had gained
many honors in ten-mile distauces, win-
ning the Nova Scotjan ten-milé champion-
ship last Thanksgiving Day, and estab-
lishing a new Canadian amateur record of
54 minutes 46 seconds, -He is only 5 reet
3% inches in height and weighs 127 pounds.
