TRINIDAD PETROLEUM

Work to Develop the Resources of
the Island Begun '

(Port of Spain Gazette.)

My, Williams, superintendent, of the As-
phalt . Company’s eil department, is no
eagy-chair superintendent; he is practical
driller, with great experience gained in dril-
ling for oil in other parts of the world,
and as a practical man, is ready for any,
and ‘every emergency. We met him
on Saturday, he had just emerged victor-
jous with his men frem a stiff fight with
well No. 4 and was emothered in oil from
head to foot. It appears that earlier in the
day the drilling tools were lowered into
No. 4 but had not sooner touched bottom
than the mere centract let loose the pen
up gas and with a roar the tools and heavy
drilling cable were hurled from the wells,
and a solid column-ef oil and sand was
flung 100 feet in the air, almost drowning
and suffocating the workmen, who fled
for their lives. Four times were the ‘men
driven back, but finally a cap with three
outlets were fixed over the top of the
well, and it was got under control.

To the three outlets, pipes extending
200 feet away from the well were screwed
and it was a wonderful sight to see these
three pipes belching forth streams of oil
and fine sand, with a ceaseless roar, denot-
g the immense pressure behind the oil.

The well itself is on the side of a fairly
steep hill, 'and the oil was running down
the hill, in a perfect cascade being finally
coralled at the bottom by a large ravine
acrogs which a great earthen dam had been
thrown. Thousands of barrels of oil were
here pent up and a powerful steam pump
was hard at work pumping the oil up hill
again into settling tanks, and a huge
pit sunk in the ground, this pit alone
having a capacity of 23,000 barrels (968,00
gale., was being rapidly filled, and unless
the well stops flowing and the bulk of
the oil ran out to sea and was lost) all
storage facilities will goon be overflowing,
and o1l run to waste.

From the hill'on which No. 4 well stands,
a magnificent panorama stretches before
one, to the south and east as far as eye
can see; one great forest of trees, in which
many coeoa estates are hidden, but the

Brighton is one vast oil field (by actunal
geographical survey, and the testimony
of practical oil men), in which dozens
of companies and thousands of workmen
could, and it is to be hoped will find ac-
five employment in the near future. To
the ‘west. across and under stretching, erop-

ping up at Guanaco,, where it has found
a vent in the 1,000 acre pitch lake at that
place, and then on through primeval forests
still westward, until the oil outcrops and
vents in the Gulf of Maracaibo are reach-
ed.

The oil tanks at Brighton are being con-
structed under the supervision of Mr. J.
M. McDowell, specially sent down by the
Petroleum Iron Works Company, of Shar
ou, Pa., whilst the pipe line is being laid
under the direction of Mr. Robing, mechani
cal engineer of the Asphalt Company.

Avove only gives a brief glance at the
work being done by the New Trinidad
Lake Asphalt Company, whilst some 8 ta
10 miles to the south of Brighton, the
Trinidad Petroleum Company have been
at work at Guapo for nearly four years
but work there has progressed very slowly
and only shallow wells drilled; indications,
however, are good, but nothing of conse-
quence has yet been struck. At the
moment, owing partly to irrigation, work
at Guapo is suspended with the exception
of a new house being erected for the aec-
commodation of the superintendent, Mr.
May, who went home last June {o get
married, and, with his bride, arrived last
mail. Mr. May unlike Mr. Williams, has
had no previous experience in oil drilling,
but has been coal mining in China. His
work, however, is being difected from
London by the firm of Thompson & Hun-
ter, of Lombard street.

At Guayaguayare we hear the oldest
and the first formed company, the Oil
Exploration Co., of Canada, Ltd., have ar-
ranged with the Trindad Oil Exploration
Syndicate, Ttd., a London concern, to con-
tinue the work of prospecting, (with sev-
eral stoppages) for the accommodation of
the superintendent, Mr. R. H. Trench, and
the engineer, Mr. Huggins, Q.nrl for the
European drillers are being erected close
to the Pilot river, and a tram line is be
ing laid form the beach to the wells; roads
and bridges mended, and difches and draing
cleared for active resumption of operations,
so before long it is to be hoped that this
old (comparatively) company may be lay-
ing down pipe hnes and erecting tanks,
like its vounger brother—the Trinidad As
phalt Company.

We hear on good autherity that upwards
of $500,000 has already been epent by the
three companies concerned, in their pre-
liminary works, and a very large propor-
tion of this has gone in wages and been
circulated in the colony. showing that the
petrolenm industry is no minor affair, and
with the British Admiralty, anxiously
awaiting 1o obtain a supply of fuel oil for
{he British navy on British territory, Trini
dad in the near future promises to hecome
one of the maval bases and oil fuel de-
pots of the empire.
