CITY OF HARBIN

Which is Expected to be the
Next Base for Russian Oper-

With the retreat of what is left of
the Russian Grand Army from Tie
Pass northward, interest will next be
centred on the city of Harbim, which,
situated Ssome 300 miles from Tie
Pass, will soon be the real base for
Russian operations in the Far East.
It is at Harbin that the Bear is ex-
pected to put his back to the wall
for the lasgy fierce resistance. - The
city, which has been prepared for this
contingency, is capable of withstand-
ing a severe siege, and of repulsing
desperate assaults. Situated as it is
in a district yielding bountiful har-
vest, flanked by an almost inexhaust-
ible forest, and overlooking the Sum-
gari, which is the chief river in Man-
churia, Harbin is seli-sustaining. Af-
ter the Boxer uprising the attentiom
of the Czar’s military experts was at-
tracted to the place, which had pre-
viously been regarded as an insigni-
ficant point on the Manchurian link
of the Siberian Railway. The experts
examined the town, and Wported it
to be capable of the most elaborate
fortifications, and on these the War
Department decided. Then began the
Harbin beom, Military experts,
architects, builders, and engineers
from St. Petershurg poured in, and
ifollowing them e¢ame hundreds of
Chinese coolies, ' Permanent build-
ings of European, design were rushed
skyward at a truly un-Asiatic rate.
In the midst of the boom came the
news of the loasing of the Liao-Tung
Peninsula by the Czar and the furth-
er announcement that from Harbin
another railroad would be built to
Port Arthur. The activities of the
place were doubled. In a year this
old, forgotten fishing hamlet had be-
come a busy city, sheltering 125,000
people, of whom 75,000 were Ru
sians. The hoarded wealth of Chin-
ese millionasires was drawn into the
vacuum caused by the rush of Eur-
opean enterprise, and invested in the
commerce of the new city. From iso-
lated village to belcaguered fort,
from fort to, military headquarters,
and from this to a great commercial
| centre—all these has Harbin been in
{ten years. Today the city is a wond-
erful - mixture of them all, with am
additional dash of Whitecha,pel.

Fifty millions of dollars have been
invested in Harbin, many millions of
these having been expended by the
Russian Gaovernment, in military
works in the last four years. There
are great flour and lumber mills,
pork packing factories, fish curing
plants, and a score of manufactories
of lesser importance. Money is plem-
tiful, it is easily made, and, like
other investments where the returns
are large, the risks are extreme.
| Harbin is about the toughest place in
Asia, according to travellers who set
up as authorities. The risks of capi-
tal there consist largely in the ex-
tremely precarious tenure of the cap-
jtalist’'s life. For years not a week
has passed without at least ten
murders. The place is infested with
escaped convicts from  Saghalien.
Thesa desperadoes live on crime, and
lurk about in the shadows for the
inwary passer-by. There are also
the notorious red-bearded Manchu
brigands, who not infrequently defy
the Cossack police. Running fights
between the two are not uncommon
occurrences on the streets. Every-
